His standards (Express) 

Express carries an interview with Kosovo’s Prime Minister Hashim Thaçi, where he expresses conviction that he is pursuing the right way. According to Thaçi, LDK leader Isa Mustafa is a man with a monist mentality while Vetëvendosje, a frustrated group. He says that President Jahjaga is working well, and adds that he is happy for her recent meetings with world leaders. Thaçi denies to be isolated by internationals and he also denies that there are clashes within the Democratic Party of Kosovo, explaining that the party is profilizing. 

Krasniqi: Time of partitions is gone (Epoka e Re)

Head of the Kosovo Assembly Jakup Krasniqi rejected the possibility of Kosovo splitting into two whereby Serbia and Albania would each get one part. “The request of Serbian officials that Serbia should discuss with Albania over splitting of Kosovo is too late, by at least twenty years or more,” said Krasniqi. He said that when there was the time for talks, the Serbian politicians demanded to march all the way to Tirana. Krasniqi said talks between Kosovo and Serbia should focus on mutual recognitions. 

Djukanovic against division, calls Serbia to recognize Kosovo (dailies) 

Dailies report that former Prime Minister of Montenegro, and current leader of the Democratic Party of Socialists, Milo Djukanovic, said in an interview for Dnevnik that relations between Kosovo and Serbia are an open issue that should be resolved. “When I say this, I do not think that the solution lays on making pressure to Belgrade to recognize Kosovo’s independence, because I do understand that Serbia is not currently ready to do this,” said Djukanovic adding that a solution should be found. Asked about the division of Kosovo Djukanovic said “Serbia, starting from reality, should recognize Kosovo’s independence, then the two countries should turn towards future and Euro Atlantic integrations.  

Package of agreement is expected to be in Kosovo’s detriment (Zëri)

Zëri reports that the first package of agreements which will be signed between Kosovo and Serbia around mid-June on freedom of movement will be a compromise in Kosovo's detriment. Although Pristina and Belgrade indicated that the package will be signed on 14-15 June, Albanians in Kosovo and Presevo Valley are skeptical that the agreements will open taboo topics. However, no one from the Government of Kosovo can confirm if the agreement will allow Kosovars to enter Serbia's territory with documents issued by the Republic of Kosovo. 

Separate paths for Kosovo and Serbia to join NATO (Koha Ditore)

Twelve years after airstrikes on Serbia, NATO is reviewing its possibilities to clarify the perspective for membership for Kosovo and Serbia, writes the paper. According to officials from NATO member states, the conditions the countries have to meet are different and are a proof that the path of Pristina and Belgrade to join the North Atlantic Alliance is separate. While Serbia has signed the Partnership for Peace agreement with NATO but at the same time has a lot of hesitations to actually join, Kosovo has enthusiastically expressed ambition to integrate into all NATO-related structures. 

Deputy Prime Minister Hajredin Kuçi said integration into NATO is a priority for Kosovo and that the readiness of the Kosovo Security Force troops to take part in peacekeeping or emergency relief operations has already been pledged on several occasions. 

Failure to consult President on KSF is anti-constitutional (Koha Ditore)

Koha Ditore quotes security expert Ramadan Qehaja as saying that the failure to include President Atifete Jahjaga in a memorandum that foresees equipping the Kosovo Security Force with policing competencies is anti-constitutional. Qehaja said the failure to include Jahjaga in a draft memorandum prepared by Interior Minister Bajram Rexhepi and KSF Minister Agim Çeku is a violation of the Constitution of the Republic. 
“The President is the supreme commander of the Kosovo Security Force and she should have been consulted beforehand, she should have been given explanations on what needs to be done and afterwards if she permits the process would be moved forward,” Qehaja added. 
Meanwhile, representatives of the opposition and civil society too said Jahjaga should have played a crucial role in consultations for changing the status of KSF.

Kastrati: Mitrovica is the main problem (Express)

Express reports that Mitrovica Mayor Avni Kastrati said talks between Kosovo and Serbia are positive but added that he rejects the territorial partition of Kosovo. “This is totally unacceptable for us. We don't want to talk about this,” Kastrati said in an interview for FoNet. He said Kosovo and Serbia can talk about technical issues in the mutual interest of citizens such as freedom of movement or the movement of vehicles with KS plates in Serbia and vice versa.

Kastrati also said that Mitrovica is the main problem for Kosovo. “Problems in the northern part of Kosovo,” he added, “include parallel structures, the non-recognition of the government in Pristina and Serbs who see every action by Kosovo authorities as repression. Citizens in the north can integrate and this offer always remains open. In addition to integration, we also offer them projects. Unfortunately, they don't accept anything and this is why we have problems in all areas.”
Parallel structures: Tadic is a traitor (Zëri, Kosova Sot)

Association of Municipal Assemblies of parallel structures has criticized the Serbian President Boris Tadic for, as it said, sacrificing Kosovo for the sake of gaining EU candidate status. The Association called Tadic a traitor. “It is obvious that the Serbian president is betraying the Serb national and state interest,” reads a press statement issued by the Association.
