“And yet, you also see drawings where the communities are joined together in eating, celebrating, in playing and this is an indication of what the young people are telling us of the future they expect”. 

“The 13 best pictures will be published in a calendar for 2005 - this calendar will hang on the walls of Kosovo politicians, civil servants, UNMIK employees, KFOR soldiers, diplomats and will remind us every day what Kosovo’s children wish its future to be”. concluded the DSRSG.

33 primary schools from all Kosovo municipalities participated in this competition. The competition was organised by UNMIK and the Kosovo Government to promote the positive values of the Standards for Kosovo, such as respect, tolerance, community and a vision of prosperity.
