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PDSRSG welcomes inaugural session of first pilot Municipal Assembly
Pristina _ Principal Deputy SRSG Larry Rossin this morning joined Prime Minister Bajram Kosumi and Local Government Administration Minister Lutfi Haziri at the inaugural session of the Municipal Assembly of the Pilot Municipal Unit (PMU) of Hani i Elezit/General Jankovic. He congratulated the newly sworn-in Assembly members and residents of the PMU on this “great day” that marks “another phase in the construction of Kosovo as a truly European society, consistent with its aspirations”.
