  The different EU components currently operating in Kosovo

- The Agency for European Integration is taking the lead within Kosovo’s Provisional Institutions of Self-Government to support Kosovo’s participation in the Stabilisation and Association Process (SAP). The Agency has a coordinating role with regard to Kosovo’s European integration process, synchronizing government ministries’ activities and policies as they align with EU norms and standards.

- Funded by the European Commission, the EU Pillar of UNMIK assists and enhances Kosovo’s economic development. The UNMIK Office of European Integration within the EU Pillar helps to facilitate a long-term European perspective for Kosovo and supports the integration process in cooperation with the Agency for European Integration.

- The EU Planning Team (EUPT) complements the preparations for an International Civilian Office. The EUPT prepares for a future EU mission in the broader field of the rule of law. This mission will assist the ICO in implementing specific areas of a status settlement.

- The European Agency for Reconstruction carries the responsibility for implementing the EU’s most significant aid programmes, Community Assistance for Reconstruction, Development and Stabilisation (CARDS) and Instrument fro Pre-accession Assistance (IPA).

- The EU High Commissioner for Common Security and Foreign Policy also has a personal representative in Kosovo.

- Many EU Member States have a liaison office in Pristina through which the rotating EU Presidency is represented.

- The European Commission is represented through the EC Liaison Office for Kosovo.

- The EU Monitoring Mission monitors political and security developments in Kosovo.
- The Personal Representative of Javier Solana, the EU foreign policy chief, leads a preparation team for an International Civilian Office (ICO). This team assists Kosovo institutions with planning up to, and beyond, the end of the UNMIK mandate. After a decision on Kosovo’s status, the ICO will oversee the implementation of the settlement. The ICO will be led by an International Civilian Representative.
