New UNMIK-Coordinator for the Kosovo Protection Corps appointed
PRISTINA – Yesterday, Major General Andrew Cumming took up his new post as the Kosovo Protection Corps (KPC) Co-ordinator for the UN Mission in Kosovo (UNMIK).
