PRISTINA - SRSG Michael Steiner met today with the Serbian Orthodox Patriarch Pavle and four Bishops from the Holy Synod in Belgrade.

During a long and cordial meeting, they talked about the current situation in Kosovo. They also discussed the importance of Kosovo Serb participation in the 26 October municipal elections.

In talks described as warm and intensive, the SRSG and high Orthodox officials discussed the difficulties, progress and opportunities facing the people of Kosovo.
