Kosovo Media Highlights
KFOR starts to demolish barricades (dailies)

Koha Ditore reports that KFOR has started to be demolished barricades placed by Serbs in northern Kosovo on the roads to the two border points with Serbia. Starting from the south NATO peacekeepers moved in with air support during the early morning hours Thursday.  This was after they failed a day before to convince local leaders to remove the obstacles voluntarily. Hundreds of KFOR vehicles, among them excavators and other heavy machinery, and troops were in northern Mitrovica. KFOR moved in the direction of Brnjak. They have stopped in Jagnjenice, after they have preliminary demolished two barricades in Zupc. Two other barricades close to the crossing point have been put in the secure circle of EULEX. Sources of the newspaper, said that someone in KFOR has conspired the action plan, while the Serbs now that there will not be an action in the road for Jarinje. KFOR during the action has faced in physical resistance of Serbs. For the consequence, 8 KFOR members have been injured, as also 25 Serbs.
NATO and EU strongly support KFOR actions (Koha Ditore)

Koha Ditore reports that at the time when KFOR has been facing with Serb protesters during the operation of removing of barricades, the full support for this action has been expressed in Brussels at the headquarters of NATO and European Union. “The NATO Council and General Secretary Anders Fogh Rasmussen, have given full support to the KFOR commander in Kosovo to implement the mandate it has, including ensuring the freedom of movement in whole territory of Kosovo, not only for KFOR, but also for EULEX and also the citizens”, said for Koha Ditore one NATO official, while recalling that KFOR commander now for many days has done all the efforts that the situation to be solved peaceful way and with dialogue. In Brussels, as NATO and European Union are carefully following the situation in north of Kosovo and repeated the calls for all citizens to keep the peace and to cooperate with international presence and not to confront them.

Belgrade between the calls for peace and for barricades (Koha Ditore)

Koha Ditore reports that the opposition deputies in Serb Parliament have left the session, while requesting a discussion for Kosovo and not for the topics based on the agenda. Majority of officials have called that KFOR not to use force, while the Serbs to stay peacefully at their barricades in north of Kosovo. President of Serbia in a written statement in the morning has requested that KFOR and EULEX should restrain from violence, while from the local Serb leader in the north to decide and to think only about the interest of the citizens. The Foreign Minister, Vuk Jeremic, called on Serbs of Kosovo not to oppose the KFOR and EULEX in any way expect that of peaceful and democratic way. 

Action in the north has for the purpose the establishment of rule of law, says Jahjaga (dailies)
Koha Ditore reports that President Jahjaga has supports the action of KFOR forces for the removal of barricades from the roads in the northern part of Mitrovica. She emphasized that the actions in the north are in the direction of establishing the rule of law. “The actions in the north of Kosovo are in the direction of establishment of rule of law in north of the country which is a legal and constitutional condition”, said Jahjaga

Dell supports any action in the north (dailies)

Epoka e Re reports that American Ambassador in Kosovo, Christopher Dell, said that KFOR as a security part of NATO has been mandated from the resolution of United Nations Security Council, to keep the security in Kosovo. He expressed support towards any action in north of Kosovo. “I am very sorry that Serb extremists groups have chosen the way of confrontation to solve the situation in that part of the country”, said Dell

Feith requests a long-term and sustainable solution for the north (dailies) 

Dailies report that the chief of the International Civilian Office in Kosovo, Pieter Feith, at press conference held on Thursday evening at Grand Hotel, requested a long-term and sustainable solution for the north of the country. However he denied that with this he meant a special status for the north. “With a long-term solution, among other things, I mean that Serbs in Mitrovica should be safe, to feel comfortable and also for the Government of Kosovo to offer its services in that part,” explained Feith. “I must say that the situation in the north is serious, and I would appeal to all actors in the north to remain calm and quiet as much as they can,” said Feith adding that the situation marks the need for a dialogue between all parties in the north. 

Kosova Sot reports that the ICO Chief, requested from Kosovar and Serbian parties to start thinking about political dialogue, in order to find a long-term solution for the north of Kosovo. 
A Serb citizen killed and two others injured in Dobrushë, Istog (dailies) 

Based on a Kosovo Police press release, dailies report that a Serb from Dobrusha, Istog municipality, was killed with a firearm on Thursday at around 12:30, while two others were injured. The police informed that Miodrag Komadina born in 1964 was killed, while Drasko Ojdanic from Dobrushë and  Dejan Bogicevic from Gurrakoc, were injured, however they gave only the initials N.N. on the identity of the perpetrator. Peja regional police spokesperson Xhevat Ibra, said that the units are still looking for the suspect, and that a major action is going.  

Special relations (dailies) 

Based on a press release of Kosovo Foreign Ministry, dailies report that the British Foreign Minister, William Hague said in a meeting with Kosovo’s Foreign Minister Enver Hoxhaj that London is going to make pressure on Belgrade to dissolve its parallel structures in Kosovo. Express reports that on a significant day, when former dictator of Lybia, Muamer Gadaffi, was killed, the British Foreign Minister found 45 minutes to meet Hoxhaj, and add that this is their second meeting within three months.
