Thaçi: We are waiting for certification of results (dailies)

After paying homage to the monument of the fallen KLA fighter Zahir Pajaziti, PDK leader and outgoing PM Hashim Thaçi addressed the gathered reporters and while he did not reveal whether he made any offers to a particular political party for a coalition, he said that the new government will be formed immediately after the CEC certifies election results. “The important thing is that the CEC has announced the general election results and now the legitimacy of the country’s citizens is definitely and universally known,” said Thaçi.

Right after Thaçi, Pajaziti’s monument was also visited by LDK leader Isa Mustafa. He said that the party did not receive any offer for a coalition but even if it did, the reply to it would be negative. “We have been positioned as LDK that we will stay in the opposition in the future Assembly of Kosovo,” said Mustafa.

Four names for the President (Koha Ditore)

Koha Ditore quotes reliable international sources as saying that Hashim Thaçi has been given some options which he can think about while he tries to reach an agreement for the creation of new Kosovo institutions. Those sources say that Thaçi, with all the international support he enjoys, is aware that his position is weakened and that he needs as broad a government as possible. 
While it is clear that Thaçi has support to be Prime Minister, sources say that an agreement for the post of the President needs to be reached as soon as possible. In those calculations for the post of the President, according to few international diplomats, there are four serious options which are being discussed. Weakening of the position of Hashim Thaçi means widening of governing coalition, say international sources who give four possible names for the future president of Kosovo. The preferred candidate is Edita Tahiri as is also Blerim Shala, Agim Çeku or Veton Surroi. For Behgjet Pacolli from AKR sources say that his appointment to the post is “an unacceptable option and Thaçi knows this”. Meantime, the calculations have started also for a government without Thaçi in its head.

Haradinaj: We have decided, no to government with Thaçi (Bota Sot)

AAK’s Daut Haradinaj in an interview for the paper said the party has not shifted from its position in 2007 when it declared it would not be part of a Thaçi government. “We don’t want to be part of a PDK government. We will one day be in a government only with people with clean hands,” said Haradinaj. He criticized the PDK for its policy saying that as a result of it, no political party is ready to cooperate with Thaçi. “I think the new government will be created but I stress that this government will not be able to have a full mandate and will be a government of limited timeframe as I am deeply convinced that elections will be held next year in 2012 and 2013 will find Kosovo with a new government,” Haradinaj noted. 

Petrovic: We are ready to enter Thaçi-led Government (dailies)

Leader of the Independent Liberal Party SLS Slobodan Petrovic in an interview for Belgrade’s Danas said it is entirely normal for his party to enter the Kosovo Government. “Our voters expect this of us,” Petrovic said. He added that the new Government of Kosovo is not likely to be established before the second half of February. 

Barroso says that Kosovo should also fight organized crime (dailies)

Koha Ditore reports that European Union on Monday has called on Belgrade and Pristina to start the dialogue as soon as possible which, according to Brussels, would be good for both parties. The call came from the President of European Commission, Jose Manuel Barroso, after the meeting he had with Serbian Prime Minster, Mirko Cvetkovic. “We hope that like Pristina also Belgrade the same will use this opportunity to solve practical issues which will make the life of people in Kosovo easier”, said Barroso. Barroso greeted the readiness of Belgrade for the dialogue with Pristina and as he expressed himself, the readiness of Belgrade to hold as two separate issues the report of Dick Marty and the dialogue with Pristina. 

Hysa: Proposal for division, call for boycotting the dialogue (Koha Ditore)

Koha Ditore quotes Ylber Hysa, Coordinator of Kosovo Government for the north as saying that the proposal for division of Kosovo that Serb leaders of the north say came from the Serb President Boris Tadic is an open call Belgrade is making for the boycott of the dialogue between Kosovo and Serbia. “If the statement of Mr. Tadic for the division of the north is true, this would mean an open call for boycotting of the dialogue which Belgrade so much propagates,” said Hysa in a statement given to Koha Ditore. “If such a statement is true, then this is an open call and encouragement of radical elements in the north”, he added saying that this is in conflict to the aims of Pristina and Belgrade for Euro-Atlantic integrations.

Thaçi has problems with salaries (Zëri)

The paper reports that outgoing Prime Minister Hashim Thaçi apparently told the head of the public administration trade unions Ndue Kalaj that he is facing problems in the implementation of the decision to increase salaries in the public sector. “Prime Minister gathered all the representatives of the trade unions last Friday and informed us that he has problems in implementing this decision,” Kalaj said. Thaçi however is reported to have said that he is committed to enforce the decision he took. 

Kalaj said they were surprised by what Thaçi told them in the meeting, especially since the workers have already signed pay slips with increased salaries. The unionists requested to receive the increased salaries for January and then talk regarding the future period. “Prime Minister Thaçi promised that they will receive raised salaries retroactively once the government is established and the budget is approved,” said Kalaj further. 

Court in the north to be solemnly opened in April (Koha Ditore)

Koha Ditore reports that the District Court in Mitrovica is being renovated in the framework of the project called “Model court”. The project was funded by the US Government. As soon as renovation work is carried out, by the middle of April, Kosovar judges, as agreed by EULEX, are expected also to return. The return can be solemn in the framework of the investment project.

Ivanovic calls for special status for the north (Zëri)

Zëri reports that State Secretary in the so called Ministry for Kosovo in the Serb Government, Oliver Ivanovic, said to the Radio Free Europe that the main aim of Serb delegation in the talks Pristina – Belgrade, will be a solution, as he called it, of practical-living issues of Serb community, but Ivanovic immediately talked also about a special status for the north of Kosovo. “It is for sure that the special status for the north of Kosovo will be one of the issues which will be discussed when the time will come”, Ivanovic showed his wish.
