Pristina officially notified of eight Kosovo victims in Tisa (Koha Ditore)

Kosovo authorities received official notification from Hungary that the bodies of eight of the victims recovered from the Tisa River are from Kosovo. Similar confirmation was received by EULEX from Serbian authorities. 

The information paves the way for Kosovo leadership to announce a day of mourning for the victims. Presidency Spokesperson Xhavit Beqiri has said the decision will be taken on Sunday.
The north is forgotten (Express)

Express writes that even a week since the north of Kosovo is receiving its energy supply from Serbia, Kosovo institutions have no idea as to how to resolve the issue. The Ministry of Energy and Mining has said that the matter at hand is of technical nature and is the responsibility of the Kosovo Energy Corporation (KEK). However, the paper writes that the Ministry did not specify whether KEK alone is capable of handling the situation when it is known that the north is an open issue. 

Mitrovica Mayor Bajram Rexhepi said the municipality has no competencies to deal with the issue, and added that the responsibility belongs to central level institutions. 
Draft 2010 budget of €1.46 billion (Koha Ditore)

Koha Ditore reports that the pace at which schools and roads are being built will continue in the next year. Next year’s budget is set at €1.46 billion, which is six percent higher than that of 2009. What is said to make this budget ambitious is the fact that it exceeds the level of regular incomes for next year. However, the gap in budget planning, which is three percent of brute local product, is due to be overcome by determining alternative means of financing.
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
