Kosovo Media Highlights

PDK sees the motion of confidence as an exit from crisis (Koha Ditore)

Koha Ditore reports that two days before it will be presented to the assembly the mistrust motion towards the government of Prime Minister Hashim Thaçi, the political party led by him – PDK, has come out publicly with the stance that the mistrust motion towards the government is not considered as an act against anyone, nor against the government, but as a path to exit the created institutional crisis. “PDK does not consider the mistrust motion as an act against anyone, in this sense not even against the government, but as an exit from the created institutional crises without its will”, said PDK Spokesman Blerand Stavileci on Sunday in a press conference.
Officials of this party did not specify if they are going to vote in favour of the mistrust motion towards the government on Tuesday, when it is expected to be voted in the Kosovo Assembly, although the Assembly members of this party already have been part of the raised motion towards the government by signing it.

Lutfi Haziri calls for unification (dailies)

Dailies report that LDK vice President Lutfi Haziri has made a public call to all those who have lost faith in LDK during recent years, to unite and win the next elections. He said that the “LDK list Ibrahim Rugova” is not a good sign and it does not help LDK. Haziri excluded any option of second division of the party. “I believe that through joint engagements, positive energies and discussions, we can reach a point where LDK will unite to win the future parliamentary elections,” said Haziri. 

Ukë Rugova boycotted elections at Velania convention (dailies)  

Dailies report that Ukë Rugova did not participate at the convention of the LDK sub-branch in Velania, where he initially became a member of the party. Lajm reports that even though he did not participate at the convention, Ukë Rugova gained the votes of the participants and has been delegated for LDK’s Central Convention. The previous heads of this sub-branch, Agim Krasniqi, Rexhep Gjergji and Alush Gashi, did not win sufficient votes to be delegated at the Central Convention. 

Tadic ready for discussions with Thaçi (Zëri)

Zëri reports that Serbia’s President Boris Tadic considers that it would have been a major mistake if politicians within the EU condition Serbia to recognize Kosovo in exchange for membership within the EU. He stressed for Belgrade media that his aim is a solution with dialogue for the Albanian-Serb conflict, which according to Tadic lasted for a century and a half. He added that dialogue should start with the issues that can be resolved, in order to build faith among parties. He said that his meeting with Kosovo Prime Minister Thaçi does not represent any problem, especially when requested by international senior institutions. Asked whether this would represent recognition of Kosovo’s independence, he said that everyone that has a state role should respect the constitution of the country that he represents. He added that a modus should be found, in order for Serbia not to recognize the so-called independence of Kosovo, directly or indirectly. 

Krasniqi: We are not ready for the dialogue (Lajm)

The Assembly Speaker and the Acting President of Kosovo, Jakup Krasniqi, has stated that political parties in Pristina at this moment are not prepared to start the dialogue with Serbia. “We think that parties in these circumstances are not ready to talk with Belgrade. If we have now extraordinary elections then it will be rightful that the dialogue to start only after the constitution of new institutions emerging from these elections. We do not reject the possibility that in this phase we start the preparations for those talks and those of course should be monitored by the EU”, Krasniqi stated to Deutsche Welle.  

Kosovo is not ready to sue Serbia (Koha Ditore)

Koha Ditore reports that Kosovo Deputy Prime Minister Hajredin Kuçi said that there is a need that the actions that happened in Kosovo to be proved in a legal order, to have good preparations and not to be raise the issue of war damages and then to lose in court. “But it will be done in time, it was the International Court for Crimes who has dealt with such an issue, but then each state separately, as Bosnia and Croatia dealt with it, we will deal with it in the future”, emphasized Kuçi, without being in a condition to determine the Kosovar action about the time when it will happen.

Vetëvendosje will not be part of the discussions (Zëri) 

Zëri reports that the leader of Vetëvendosje movement Albin Kurti has denied to Voice of America any option of his involvement on the announced discussion between Kosovo and Serbia, if his movement manages to become part of Kosovo institutions. He added that not only is his movement not part of any discussions with Serbia, but Vetëvendosje considers that it is absurd to discuss anything with Serbia until it recognizes Kosovo’s independence, changes its constitution which says that Kosovo is part of Serbia, apologizes for committed crimes, hands over war criminals, hands over the bodies of the missing, returns cadastral books and pension funds, and until it pays for war damages and stops financing parallel structures. 

Agani: AKR-PD coalition will alone form the government (Koha Ditore)

The Leader of Justice Party PD, Ferid Agani, says the pre-electoral coalition with Behgjet Pacolli is an absolute winner for the next elections, whenever they are to be held. President Agani, one day after making official the pre-election coalition with AKR, has expressed himself convinced that they have created a political union which ensures the aspirations of Kosovars. “We are aiming with this coalition to be strong enough with the votes of electorate to be able to form the government itself”, said the Head op PD Ferid Agani.

Kosovo businessman released (dailies)

Azem Morina, Kosovo businessman and owner of the “Gllareva” company, kidnapped on 21 September, was released yesterday announced the Kosovo Police. His health condition is stable and the release followed an arrest of a group of suspected criminals in the Dukagjin region.   
Selimi most likely to join PDK (Express)

Former Kosovo Police acting director Behar Selimi, who withdrew from the race for the post at the head of the police, is expected to announce this week his inclusion in politics. Selimi told the paper that he can contribute more to the fight against crime by engaging in a strong political entity. The paper quotes sources saying that Selimi is most likely to join the PDK.
