Kuçi: Not aware of Government reformatting (Koha Ditore) 

Koha Ditore reports that Kosovo’s Prime Minister has not respected the deadline to dismiss one of the ministers of his party, and replace him with one of the members of Behxhet Pacolli’s political group.  In the latest interview for Koha Ditore, Pacolli was convinced the change would occur in September. 
Kosovo Deputy Prime Minister from this party, Mimoza Kusari Lila did not have any dilemma regarding PDK’s obligation towards AKR. “I believe that these are obligations that should be realized soon,” she said, adding that she does not know whether the replacement would happen in October or later, stressing that it depends on the agenda. PDK Deputy Prime Minister Hajredin Kuçi however, stated that he is not aware of the agreement. “I do not have such information,” he stated for this daily. 

Family members claim that German authorities will proceed with investigations on claims of witness “X” (dailies) 

Koha Ditore reports that Agim Zogaj, known as witness “X” was buried on Saturday in Prizren. This daily reports that Zogaj’s brother, Afrim Zogaj said that his brother was destroyed from living under pressure for 12 years. He did not reveal the names of those who threatened his brother over the years, however, he did state that there were three different waves of threats. 
“Further procedures will be carried out by German authorities,” he said confirming that his brother left signed documents that will be handed to German authorities. “He was in EULEX’s hands in Kosovo. But when he went to Germany, he was not monitored, he was a free person. EULEX took him to Germany, with the justification that he would be sheltered there for a short time, two or three weeks maximum,” he said. 

According to Express, Afrim Zogaj stated that his brother left a letter explaining everything to German authorities. 

A German Federal official, who preferred to remain anonymous, told Koha Ditore that Agim Zogaj, known in Kosovo as witness “X”, was under a witness protection program in Germany. “He was under witness a protection program, but this did not mean that he is under protection 24 hours a day,” he said. 
Jarinje open for passage (Koha Ditore)

Koha Ditore reports that the border point in Jarinje has been opened for pedestrian and commercial traffic. The border point as opened on Saturday by American and German NATO forces positioned there.  Kosovo police and customs officers are also at the gate. The passage has not been used despite its opening because the road from Leposavic up to Jarinje is fully blocked at some places. The opening of this point has been done in sign of goodwill by KFOR to allow citizens on both sides to cross.  

Thaçi: I will not race for the president (Kosova Sot)

Kosova Sot reports that it looks like Prime Minister Hashim Thaçi, has been clarified at last. At the moment he does not aim the post of the president. In an interview for RTK, Thaçi said that he will respect his mandate. “I have a contract with citizens that have given to me the confidence in election and I fully respect this contract as Prime Minister”, said Thaçi 
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
