Kosovo Media Highlights
Kosovo and Serbia remove embargos on one another (dailies) 

Dailies report that both the chief of Kosovo’s delegation Edita Tahiri and her Serbian counterpart Borko Stefanovic, stated after Friday’s meeting in Brussels that the atmosphere at the sixth round of discussions was “very negative” and full of “tension.” Despite this, the parties managed to agree on two points: customs stamps and cadastre. Serbia said in July during the first round of discussions it was not ready to accept the stamps which read but now it is, the stamps will read “Kosovo Customs,” while Kosovo accepted to take “scanned originals of cadastre,” taken by Serbia. These agreements were made through a special announcement.  The EU confirmed the agreements which they said were reached in a European manner. According to the EU, these agreements will lead to free circulation of goods between Serbia and Kosovo. 
Head of the Serbian delegation, Borko Stefanovic stated that he expects Kosovo to remove the embargo on Serbian goods within “7 to 10 days.” Head of the Kosovo negotiation team Edita Tahiri, on the other hand, stated she would call this the end of the several years long blockade Serbia applied on goods from Kosovo. 

The two negotiators also interpreted the issue border control differently. Tahiri stated Kosovo customs officers will be positioned at all border crossings, while Stefanovic, said that Serbia would not accept Kosovo customs officers at gates 1 and 31. He said that this was not discussed, but this can happen in the discussions for the north of Kosovo. Tahiri sated that internal issues will not be discussed with Serbia. 

Thaçi’s successor: Kadri Veseli or Enver Hoxhaj  (Koha Ditore) 

Based sources Koha Ditore reports that Kadri Veseli or Enver Hoxhaj are expected to lead the Democratic Party of Kosovo when Kosovo’s current Prime Minister Hashim  Thaçi runs for Presidency. According to the papers sources, the West prefers Enver Hoxhaj as leader of the PDK, however a source within the PDK said it is likely that Thaçi will choose former head of PDK intelligence SHIK, Kadri Veseli.  The same sources told this daily that international governments expressed concern over the reshuffling of Government, specifically the removal of Enver as Foreign Minnister. 

Way towards Limaj’s trial opens (dailies) 

Dailies report that the EULEX judge confirmed the indictment against deputy Fatmir Limaj and nine other former KLA members, initiated on 26 August. The defendants are charged for different war crimes against civilian population and war prisoners, supposed to have been committed in the beginning of 1999 until June 1999, against Serb and Albanian civilians, as well as Serbian army and police members, held in an improvised prison in Kleçkë. Based on court estimations, Koha Ditore reports that the trial might last more than two years, due to the hearing of 30 witnesses of the prosecution and 30 of the defense. 

EULEX “agreement” with illegals in the north  (Koha Ditore) 

Koha Ditore reports that a senior EULEX official told the daily that the European mission is working with the mayor of the parallel municipality of Zubin Potok Slavisa Ristic to avoid road blockades during their operations. According to this source, who preferred to remain anonymous, EULEX promised Ristic it would not arrest his brother Dragisa Ristic suspected for the armed attack on Kosovo Police in exchange for free passage. The source also spoke about many other suspicions regarding EULEX’s actions in the north. All were denied by EULEX Spokesperson Nicholas Hawton. “There is no truth in these raised suspicions,” he said. 
Investigations lead toward Ristic (Zëri) 

Zëri reports that international investigators have already concluded that Serbian parallel structures financed by the Serbian Government are linked to organized crime in the north. The parallel mayor of Zubin Potok, Slavisha Ristic, is among those suspected to be involved in the death of Kosovo police officer Enver Zymberi. “There are several indications that lead to the Zubin Potok parallel mayor,” said one of the investigators engaged in the EULEX investigation into the death of the police officer on 26 July. 
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
