Pristina warns to arrest Serbian officials who enter illegally into Kosovo (Koha)

Koha Ditore reported on the front page on Sunday that the Government of Kosovo has warned it will arrest any Serbian state official who enters Kosovo on Sunday without respecting the procedures of asking permits.  Deputy Prime Minister Hajredin Kuçi told media in Pristina that a permit was granted to Serbian President Boris Tadic after the latter had asked for permission from the EU Office in Belgrade and the International Civilian Office in Pristina. 

“Only Tadic has permission, the others don’t. Tadic’s permission was granted under the condition that he attends and acts in accordance with the religious ceremony,” Kuçi said. Asked how the government will react toward other Serbian officials who have announced their visit to Kosovo, Kuçi said, “All those that don’t have permits will be stopped and arrested”.

Egypt decides about Kosovo (Express)

Express reports that Egypt is reviewing the issue of Kosovo independence. The Spokesman of the Foreign Ministry of this country said that the decision for recognizing or not recognizing the independence of Kosovo will be taken very soon. “Egypt will decide if it is going to recognize or not the independence of Kosovo very soon, while considering the issues between Kosovo and Serbia”, says a press communiqué in which the stance of Egypt’s Foreign Minister, Ahmed Abdul Zaki, is expressed.
TRA confirms negotiations for virtual operator in enclaves (Koha Ditore)

Koha Ditore reports that the international players have initiated efforts for the creation of a virtual operator of mobile telephony that would be used by Kosovo Serb citizens and would operate as part of the Kosovo Post Telecom. This initiative has been confirmed by the head of the Telecommunications Regulatory Authority, Ekrem Hoxha. “TRA highly values the contribution of the international factor for the support and encouragement of initiatives of commercial interest,” said Hoxha. He added that TRA is not part of these negotiations. However, it offers advice to the parties and interprets legislation regarding the investments on the telecommunications field.  

Serb official of parallel structures in Pasjan usurps documentation (Koha Ditore) 

Koha Ditore reports that a Serb official of the civil registry in Pasjan, even ten years after the war, has not handed over the documentation of civil registry for five villages in Gjilan municipality. He keeps the documentation in a private building, under very bad conditions. 
According to the General Director of Administration in Gjilan, UNMIK was aware of this fact, since this official cooperated with the mission, and added that EULEX is informed about the case as well. He added that he has visited the Serb official in Pasjan, in an attempt to convince him to hand over the documentation, however, he was refused with the response that he works for parallel structures and that he is paid by Belgrade.  
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
