Kosovo Media Highlights

State without Assembly, with “Government in resignation” (dailies)

Koha Ditore reports that the government was felled by those who built it. The dismissal of the government was voted not only by the Assembly members of LDK but those of AAK. Until the election of new institutions - this will come from the elections of 12 December - the Government will function in resignation, while the Assembly will be held only by its Presidency. In fact, the country has remained with a Government in resignation and with an Acting President. Regarding the latter, he did not need too much time after the fall of the government to come out with the decision of extraordinary elections. 
Jakup Krasniqi has set the date of 12 December as the date where the citizens of Kosovo will head towards ballot boxes to elect their representatives in the Assembly. “With the disbandment of the Assembly of the Republic of Kosovo and with the achieved motion today the Government continues its work, but in resignation. The Presidency of the Assembly and the Head of the Assembly continue their functions that they have”, said Krasniqi. The posts will also not be abandoned from the remaining part Thaçi’s cabinet. However, they will function in the framework of a government in resignation. In days to come it is expected that the outgoing Prime Minister, Hashim Thaçi, is expected to decide what to do with the vacant Ministries which are left without Ministers, after the withdrawal of LDK from the governing coalition. 

Election campaign starts on 1 December (Koha Ditore)

Koha Ditore reports that political parties will have only ten days of campaign before the elections of 12 December. Under the new circumstances, the Central Election Commission is expected to come up with an operational plan, which will be based on article 4.5 of the law on general elections, and halve some operational deadlines. “There will be only ten days of campaign. There is no more time because the parties need to be certified, we have to give them time for certification, coalitions, and all this,” said CEC chief, Valdete Daka. Asked whether CEC can guarantee the quality of elections, having in mind the short period for preparations, Daka said that the responsibility for the quality of elections belongs to the political parties.  

Elections with standards (Express)

Express reports that the Head of ICO, Pieter Feith, has requested that national elections in Kosovo should be organized according to the highest international standards, he believes that they will be successful, but he emphasizes that it is going to be a big challenge. “These elections have to be realized on the bases of the highest international standards. It is good for the international reputation of Kosovo, but it is a challenge because of the short time, if those elections are to be held in December”, said Feith.

Belgrade parties appeal on Serbs to participate in elections (Koha Ditore) 

Based on Belgrade daily, Danas, Koha Ditore reports that SPS has joined the position of LDP, SPO and DS political parties; that Serbs should participate in the extraordinary general elections of Kosovo. This daily reports that the senior official of the Socialists and deputy president of the Council for Kosovo and Metohia at Serbia’s Assembly, Dejan Radenkovic, said that it is the best for Kosovo Serbs to have their legitimate political representatives, in order to attain their interests and a better life. “The appeal for Serbs to participate in elections does in no way mean recognition of Kosovo’s self-proclaimed independence,” said Radenkovic. He added that the diplomatic efforts for recognition of Serbia’s territorial integrity should be divided from the lives of Serbs in Kosovo, “who should not be suffering the consequences of that war and have worse living conditions”. 

Session for Kosovo (Express)

UN Security Council will discuss the situation in Kosovo in a session set to take place on 12 November in New York, the paper reports. The discussion will also focus on the UN Secretary-General’s quarterly report on Kosovo. Secretary-General Ban Ki-moon hailed the reports that talks between Pristina and Belgrade could start soon and expressed readiness for the UN, in cooperation with the EU, facilitate the process.

Kosovo institutions refute Ban’s claims (Zëri)

Kosovo authorities have rejected the statement of the UN Secretary-General Ban Ki-moon that there could be a deterioration of the situation in the north Mitrovica. Interior Minister Bajram Rexhepi said the situation in the north is unsustainable and fragile but ruled out the possibility of destabilization in the north after the recent developments in the Kosovo political landscape. “Tensions can always be anticipated in the north but there can be no destabilization of the situation,” said Rexhepi. 

ICJ opinion did not change the mind of the EU opponents of independence (Koha Ditore)

Koha Ditore reports that some diplomats of the main EU countries and NATO accept that the opportunity is lost to ensure many recognitions of Kosovo independence right after the ICJ opinion and that the recognition process again has entered some kind of “status quo”. In other hand, inside the EU itself the stance of the five countries not to recognize statehood of Kosovo has been enforced instead of the contrary. 

Rexhepi: Unification with Albania, illusion (Zëri)

Interior Minister Bajram Rexhepi said the unification of Kosovo and Albania into a single country is an illusion which is promoted by some small political parties. “Kosovo and Albania are two countries which have many things in common but they exist as separate countries and will remain as such,” Rexhepi told Serb media. 

Jaksic: Boycott population census (Express)

Express reports that the so called vice-president of the Union of Serb municipalities in Kosovo, who is at the same time representative of the Serbian Democratic Party, Marko Jaksic, said on Tuesday in the north of Mitrovica that Kosovo Serbs should boycott the population census organized for April 2011. According to him, this would legalize ethnic cleansing of Serbs in Kosovo. “I personally think that still there are no conditions for Serbs to respond to the census of the population, not only in the north, but in the entire Kosovo,” said Jaksic.
