Sparkes coordinates return of cadastre copies (Koha Ditore) 

Koha Ditore reports that the European mission for the rule of law, EULEX, has started to prepare for the return of copies of civilian registries to Kosovo from Serbia after the agreement reached between the two parties in July of this year. EULEX has proved its special attention to this issue by nominating EULEX deputy chief Andy Sparkes to head the team that will coordinate the return of copies and certification of civilian registries.  Kosovo authorities will then correct their data. 
Limaj to accuse the Government and the Prime Minister (Koha Ditore) 

Koha Ditore reports that a few hours after the confirmation of the accusations made against him; Deputy Head of PDK Fatmir Limaj said for KTV that he is preparing charges against the Government of Kosovo regarding their request sent to the Constitutional Court to clarify immunity of deputies. “The Kosovo Government made an anti-constitutional act. Time will prove this, and I will prove this. I will not keep quiet on this and many other issues,” said Limaj. He added that he does not know if the Government did this for political marketing or political pressure. He announced that he will make public many facts, names of individuals, that deigned both cases against him, the one at the Ministry if Transport and “Kleçka case.” “There are facts on both cases. They are top personalities, both international and local. I will not save anybody. As soon as the trial starts, I will make public all of them,” said Limaj. 
Kaidanow raised issue of corruption inside the government (Koha Ditore)

Koha Ditore reports that former American Ambassador Tina Kaidanow, during her at the diplomatic mission in Pristina, reported to the State Department that corruption in Kosovo continues to be widespread in state institutions and the private sector. In a cable revealed by Wikileaks, the predecessor of Ambassador Dell said that widespread corruption in the Government and the Kosovo private sector negatively impacts the development of the country.  She mentioned a violation in the tendering procedures, bribery of government officials and fiscal evasion.
Krasniqi: In vain talk (Kosova Sot)

Kosova Sot reports that the Head of the Kosovo Assembly Jakup Krasniqi expressed pessimism about the results from the talks between Serbia and Kosovo. According to Krasniqi , the talks are imposed in one form from the resolution of UN General Assembly of the last year, and now in another, with the European Union.
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
