Kosovo Media Highlights
Jahjaga, Thaçi, Shala, in favor of political dialogue (Koha Ditore)

Koha Ditore reports on the front page that one by one politicians are coming out in support of a political dialogue with Serbia.  Kosovo President Atifete Jahjaga, Prime Minister Hashim Thaçi, but also representatives of the Alliance for the Future of Kosovo, the AAK, have come out in favor of discussions with Serbia, shifting from their previous positions against a political discussion. 
A political dialogue was announced unofficially earlier by representatives of the European Union, and European diplomats.
“The Republic of Kosovo, following the same line to establish good relations and diplomatic relations with other neighbors, is ready to do the same with the Republic of Serbia. The political dialogue is nothing more or less than a normal step in developing relations between two countries, the Republic of Kosovo and the Republic of Serbia. Kosovo has experience in developing bilateral relations with other countries and it will use this experience in establishing relations with the Republic of Serbia, as two sovereign states”, said the adviser of President Jahjaga, Arber Vllahiu for Koha Ditore.
Rasmussen: KFOR troops acted in self defense (dailies)

All dailies report that NATO Secretary General Anders Fogh Rasmussen, said in Brussels that there is no need for a special investigation into the action of KFOR soldiers in northern Kosovo. “I have received reports and I have talked with President Tadic. I offered the information to Serbs through regular military channels”, said Rasmussen adding that KFOR troops acted in self defense.

Tahiri: Serbia is waging Don Quixote-like politics (Zëri)
Zëri carries as the leading front-page story an interview with Kosovo’s chief negotiator Edita Tahiri.  In the story the paper quotes her as saying that Belgrade entered into dialogue with Pristina to improve its European integration position. Tahiri also said Serbia was not aware of the seriousness among the international community to implement the agreements from the technical dialogue. Tahiri also revealed that she often criticized her Serbian counterpart Borislav Stefanovic and the Serbian Government for interfering in Kosovo’s internal affairs.

Warlick: EU does not expect Serbia to recognize Kosovo (Express)

Express reports that the Ambassador of the United States of America in Serbia, Mary Warlick, stated Monday that European Union member states leaders do not expect Serbia to recognize Kosovo, but do expect both countries to have good relations. Furthermore, she said to the journalists in Belgrade that it is very important that Serbia and Kosovo continue to talk and make efforts to calm tensions. 
Ker Lindsey: The border can be changed (Koha Ditore)

Koha Ditore reports that James Ker Lindsey, a British international relations expert, says that Belgrade’s plan to annex northern Kosovo is viable.  “Two realities exist on the ground, the first, Kosovo is an independent state, and the second, Serbs in the north reject authorities from Pristina”, emphasized Lindsey, therefore he said a compromise needs to be found.  If Belgrade accepts the independence of Kosovo, then Pristina has to accept that the north of Kosovo as part of Serbia. 

Kurti has 13 points for integration of northern Kosovo (Zëri)

Zëri reports that at a press conference yesterday in Pristina, Vetëvendosje leader Albin Kurti said the Kosovo Government led by Prime Minister Hashim Thaçi, after the failure to restore control in the north, is now preparing for new political talks with Belgrade. Kurti called for the immediate resignation of the government and the interruption of negotiations between Pristina and Belgrade.

Kurti also read 13 points prepared by the Vetëvendosje Movement to unite the city of Mitrovica and to integrate the north. “The Kosovo Security Force must become an army, an increased police presence is required in the north, funds for Serbia’s criminal structures in the north should be cut off, Kosovo and Serbia should engage jointly for Albanians living in Presevo Valley, the integration of northern Serbs should not be made with privileges but with educational and economic development and with equality before the law, the Trepça mining complex should be revitalized, Albanians expelled from the north should return to their homes, the Serbian Government should not be allowed to buy Albanian properties in the north, etc”.
Vetëvendosje: Enver Zymeri was not killed by a sniper (dailies)

Several dailies report that members of ROSU unit attacked on 25 July were ambushed, according to a report by Vetëvendosje. The report states that the ROSU operation was not prepared well and therefore resulted in an ambush by Serb criminal groups. According to Vetëvendosje, Enver Zymeri was killed and his colleagues injured, not from a sniper, but by an ambush, because their operation was poorly planned.  The “sniper story” is a fabrication and fraud by Thaçi’s Government asserts Vetëvendosje.
Florin Krasniqi complains about Ambassador Dell (Express)
Vetëvendosje MP Florin Krasniqi in a meeting with U.S. Congress member Ileana Ross – Lehtinen, complained that the U.S. Ambassador in Pristina, Christopher Dell, is not respecting the rules of American democracy. “One thing that I don’t like is that U.S. embassies are not playing the positive role they should play in our region. They are using the fact that Albanians love America and have feelings of admiration for America, very often ambassadors are taking advantage of this love and admiration that Albanians have for America. Ambassadors behave like kings, they favor some people and ignore others, as happened with us, when U.S. Ambassador Christopher Dell did everything he could to damage Vetëvendosje so that we would not make it past the election threshold, but we did and he was not satisfied,” Krasniqi reportedly told the U.S. Congress member. 
AKR: Instead of Rrahim, Behgjet returns (dailies)

Dailies report that only after a week as a Head of the Party, Rrahim Pacolli has been dismissed, to leave open the path for Behgjet Pacolli, who has returned to be Head of the Alliance for a New Kosovo AKR. According to a press announcement released from the party, Behgjet Pacolli, the present Deputy Prime Minister of Kosovo, who resigned from the post of the Head of AKR to participate in the election as President of Kosovo, has been returned to the post after it was approved by the steering committee.  The same steering committee elected Rrahim Pacolli as the acting head of party until the next party elections.

Municipal official executed at his work place (dailies)

All dailies report on the front pages that Gani Sahiti,  a 30 year old teacher, voluntary surrounded to police while exiting a Pristina Municipality building in Arbëri. On his exit he entered a police patrol car located close by. “I killed a man”, said the teacher to the policemen, to whom he handed over the gun “Zastava”, with which he had shoot Remzi Salihu. Sahiti a biology teacher finalized on Monday at 10:00 hrs his effort to become a school director of a village school in Dabishevc.  When he did not get the post he executed the Education Director, Remzi Salihu in his office.
