Turkey ready to mediate talks between Kosovo and Serbia (dailies)

Kosovo has welcomed and honoured as a hero the Prime Minister of Turkey, Recep Tayip Erdogan. The Turkish leader has given guarantees to the state of Kosovo, has promised economic development and evaluated Kosovo as Turkey’s obligation. 

Erdogan said that his state is ready to mediate in the improvement of the relations between Kosovo and Serbia with the aim of achieving sustainable peace in the Balkans. “I don’t see any hesitation about this, no problems about the dialogue. We want a sustainable peace in the Balkans, everything that is good can only be fulfilled in peace. Kosovo has Serb citizens and needs to take care of them. We as Turkey have developed good relations with Belgrade, Serbia has expectations from us. Also, with my brother, Thaçi, we will talk and we will make the necessary steps”, said the Turkish Prime Minister Erdogan. Erdogan, who is known as a big supporter of the independence of Kosovo, is the first Turkish Prime Minister to have visited the newest state in Europe. He was announced as the honoured citizen of Prizren.

Krasniqi invites EU observers to monitor elections (Zëri)

Acting President Jakup Krasniqi has sent a letter to the EU High Representative for Foreign and Security Policy, Catherine Ashton, asking for the EU to monitor the extraordinary elections in Kosovo on 12 December. Krasniqi informed Ashton on the recent developments in Kosovo that led to the decision to hold extraordinary elections and added that the Central Elections Commission (CEC) is ready to manage the process. “Monitoring of elections by the EU would send a strong signal with politicians and citizens and will have a big impact on the reliability and seriousness of these elections,” said Krasniqi in his letter.

Mustafa ready to run, Sejdiu has dilemmas (Koha Ditore)

Koha Ditore reports that Isa Mustafa appears to have finally decided to run for the president of the Democratic League of Kosovo. Sources of this daily say that there are chances for his candidature to become official on Thursday. According to the sources from LDK, intensive meetings were held on Wednesday on the issue, where personalities from the party conveyed the message to the current leader, Fatmir Sejdiu, that the dominant will among branches and membership is for Isa Mustafa to lead the party. This daily reports that it remains unclear whether his candidature means that Fatmir Sejdiu would not run for the president of the party. 

Vetëvendosje will liberate Kosovo from the criminals (Koha Ditore)

Koha Ditore reports that in the eyes of Florim Krasniqi the people who are leading the country at the present are criminals; he said this at a press conference, in which he talked for the first time as an activist of the Vetëvendosje movement, a group which for the first time is going to enter the race for power. “Sometimes some people have convinced me to work against the Serb occupation. Today I am convinced that I have to work against the occupation of our country from hooligans, and those local, national and international”, said Krasniqi. In the years of Kosovo crisis, Florin Krasniqi, who has gathered 30 million dollars from the Albanian community in USA and afterwards offered help for Kosovo Liberation Army and who also himself was part of this guerilla force. Furthermore, he achieved the import of snipers from America, which were used to fight the regime of Slobodan Milosevic. 

Koha Ditore in a separate box under headline Also Kurti in the list of candidates for assembly members, reports that Albin Kurti, said on Wednesday that he will be on the list of candidates of the Vetëvendosje movement for members of the Assembly. He said he was convinced that CEC will not hinder him. Kurti was sentenced to 9 months in prison for the criminal act “call for resistance”. Based on the law, one person cannot be certified as a candidate for the member of the assembly, if in the last three years has been convicted for criminal act.
Deda: FAIR has broken up the mathematics of parties (Koha Ditore)

The leaders of FAIR, during a discussion with American University students in Pristina said that their party’s coming to the political scene has broken up the mathematics of other parties who are represented in the assembly. Ilir Deda and Puhie Demaku promised that in FAIR there won’t be structures of underground organized crime and corruption, they will not buy voters, but the voters will find the trust in them. “We saw yesterday the end of a very bad government which Kosovo ever had and with the goods will they will never return back”, said Ilir Deda, one of the FAIR founders.

Kosumi leaves AAK (dailies)

Former Prime Minister and member of the AAK Bajram Kosumi has announced his decision to leave the party and establish his own political entity. Epoka e Re says former minister Bujar Dugolli is also going to leave the AAK and join Kosumi in the movement “For Democracy.” Zëri on the other hand quotes sources from AAK as saying that Kosumi’s intention is either to end up with PDK or AKR.
Rada Trajkovic to compete for deputy (Lajm)

Based on Mitrovica local radio, Lajm reports that the president of the “European movement of Serbs” NGO, Rada Trajkovic, is collecting signatures of the citizens to run for the eventual extraordinary elections of Kosovo. Even though she has not made an official decision for participation in future elections, Trajkovic told this radio station that she is collecting signatures “to test the opinion of the population regarding her eventual participation.” “This is only an estimation of how many Serbs are ready to support me. I have other solutions as well, based on which I could contribute more for the Serb community,” Trajkovic reportedly said, adding that she is waiting for the opinion of Belgrade officials on participation of Serbs in the elections. 
Pack does not promise visas, wishes a strong government for Kosovo (dailies) 

Dailies report that after the meeting with Assembly Chairperson and acting President of Kosovo, Jakup Krasniqi, German Euro-Deputy Doris Pack expressed faith on Wednesday that the 12 December elections would elect a strong government for Kosovo, which with the help of the European Union will be ready to have discussions with neighboring countries. Pack admitted that she has arrived in Kosovo at an inconvenient moment, only a day after the fall of the Government and the disbanding of the Assembly, however, she assured local leaders of her support to overcome the current situation. Pack considered that the appeal of Serbian party leaders for Kosovo Serbs to participate in the elections is a positive step. “Now you have to do what every democratic country does. You should engage for the well-being of your citizens…While I will try to be here with you on this special day,” she said. 

Dailies also report that the University of Pristina honoured Euro Deputy Doris Pack on Wednesday with the title “Doctor Honoris Causa.”  

The new police director is not aware of parallel structures in the north (Koha Ditore)

Koha Ditore reports that the recently nominated Director of Kosovo Police, Reshat Maliqi, is not aware of the existence of the parallel structures in the north of the country. “It is important for us if there are abusers of the law or not, and we are all witnesses that there is smuggling and law abuse in the north, however the current plan and the joint operation of the three agencies is bringing good results,” said Maliqi at his first press conference.  Even though he has been part of police management since its creation by UNMIK, Maliqi categorically denied that he is aware of parallel structures in the north. “There is a direction from Serbia, it is three days that I am a director of the Police and I am not aware whether there are parallel structures or not,” said Maliqi. 

Pahor: There is no EU for Serbia, without a solution for Kosovo (Lajm)

Based on Ljubljana daily Delo, Lajm reports that the Prime Minister of Slovenia, Borut Pahor, during his visit to Belgrade, informed the Serbian leadership clearly that Serbia will not join the European Union without resolving the Kosovo issue. According to this daily, Pahor told the Serbian leadership that Serbia could not become an EU member without answering the questionnaire, respectively without answering about what its territory is. Pahor expressed Slovenian support for the dialogue between Kosovo and Serbia, despite the crisis in Kosovo, this daily reported. 

Yanukovich does not want Kosovo as an example for disputable issues (Koha Ditore)

The paper reports that the Ukrainian President Viktor Yanukovich in a meeting with Macedonian Prime Minister Nikola Gruevski emphasized the Ukrainian stance in connection with Kosovo, saying that for Kiev, who does not recognize the independence of Kosovo, the precedent of Kosovo should not be an example for solving disputable issues.
