Kosovo Media Highlights

In Serbia with KS, not with RKS (Koha Ditore)

Koha Ditore runs on the front page more details about the three agreements reached between Belgrade and Pristina. Citing sources close to the agreements Koha Ditore says it has learned a few details about them.  It writes that the text is preliminary because the official version must be released from the Kosovo Government. The government must make public the details and inform the citizens what they can do and cannot do to use the rights of these agreements achieved on Saturday in Brussels. 
The team of Robert Cooper which is facilitating the dialogue between Pristina and Belgrade expects that today a letter will be sent to the parties to share all the details for the three achieved agreements reached on Saturday. The details will be written in a document called the Conclusions of the Chairman. 

The parties will take the political responsibility towards implement the agreements in accordance with the EU discussions. According to sources for at least the first three agreements there is no need for a law in Kosovo to be changed by the Kosovo Assembly. The three first fields are: freedom of movement, civil registry and the recognition of university diplomas. 
In regards to licence place a compromise was reached, it allows for Kosovo to use the number plates released from UNMIK with the KS sign.  With these plates one can travel through Serbia without the need to change the plates all the vehicles with the KS sign. At the border they will only need to pay for vehicle insurance. Those who have RKS number plates cannot enter in Serbia, but at the border they will receive temporary number plates which will be valid inside territory of Serbia.

Ashton: I am talking in the name of 27 EU countries, when I support the European perspective of Kosovo (Koha Ditore)

Koha Ditore reports that the Kosovo Prime Minister, Hashim Thaçi, has conducted his first visit in Brussels on Monday since the beginning of his second mandate. In Brussels he had a working lunch with EU High Representative for Foreign policy and Security, Catherine Ashton. 
As it is now the rule the meetings with Kosovo delegations are of an informal nature, there is no Kosovo state symbol in the conference room or during the press conference when there are discussions with representatives of Kosovo. This time there were two EU flags because the EU cannot treat Kosovo as a state while it continues not to be recognized from five EU states. 
EU high representative for Foreign policy and Security, Catherine Ashton, who is also at the same time Deputy Head of the European Commission, said after the meeting with Thaçi that EU is committed to the fulfillment of the European perspective of Kosovo and the approach of Kosovo with EU. 
She called the achieved agreements between Pristina and Belgrade as European agreements which benefit both parties. Baroness Ashton said that the recognition of Kosovo’s independence falls under the competency of member countries.  She adds though that when she says she supports the European perspective of Kosovo, for this she has support of all 27 EU member states.

Opposition wants Assembly to see agreements with Belgrade (dailies)

The opposition in Pristina has warned it will not recognize agreements reached between the Kosovo and Serbia delegations in Brussels until they are adopted by the Assembly of Kosovo. 
Meanwhile, the Government has yet to submit the platform of talks to the Assembly, a development which was criticized by Assembly Speaker Jakup Krasniqi. Representatives of opposition parties, after a plenary session of the Assembly, have called on the government to be transparent on the subject of the agreements. 

LDK MP and former Foreign Minister, Skender Hyseni, told reporters that agreements have to be discussed in the Assembly and that they cannot be implemented in practice. “I am skeptical if the agreements can be implemented, because there is no clear acting mechanism. If there are inter-state agreements between Kosovo and Serbia, then they should be ratified by the Assembly and this is foreseen even in the resolution of talks adopted by the Assembly,” Hyseni added.

Vetëvendosje: Kosovo’s statehood has been softened (Express)

Express reports that the Vetëvendosje Movement reacted against the agreements reached between Kosovo and Serbia in the EU-brokered dialogue in Brussels. The movement issued a press release saying that the agreements are not between two states but between  many elements that annul or soften the statehood of Kosovo vis-à-vis Serbia. 

“Serbia has categorically refused agreements that can imply its recognition of Kosovo’s statehood. Meanwhile, the Government of Kosovo accepted this position by losing even the little bit of sovereignty it had after the formal declaration of independence on February 17th, 2008,” read the press release.

Foreign Policy Club: Government to report to Assembly on dialogue (dailies)

Dailies report that the Pristina-based Foreign Policy Club has called on the Government to report to the Assembly about the latest developments surrounding dialogue with Serbia. The Foreign Policy Club issued a press release saying that it considers agreements on freedom of movement, civil registries and university diplomas as a very serious development that requires the attention of the institutions and public of Kosovo. 

The Foreign Policy Club also called for an urgent plenary session of the Assembly where the government would report on the course of dialogue, the content of results of the talks (where MPs would be informed in detail about the agreements) and where the will of the representatives of the people for the continuation of the process would be reconfirmed. 

Jeremic: Serbia does not feel pressure from EU (Epoka e Re)

Epoka e Re reports that Serbian Foreign Minister, Vuk Jeremic, says that his country is prepared for constructive talks with Kosovo, but it won’t cross red lines which understand the recognition of Kosovo independence. He emphasized that Serbia does not feel pressure from the EU for the solution of the future of Kosovo.

Dacic: EULEX to inform on standards of Kosovo drivers license (dailies)

Several dailies report that Serbian Interior Minister Ivica Dacic said in Belgrade on Monday that the agreement on freedom of movement between Belgrade and Pristina involves better preparations for its implementation and a series of organizational issues.

Dacic said the EULEX chief must inform the Serbian Ministry of Interior Affairs that all drivers’ licenses in Kosovo have been issued in accordance with international standards. Dacic told reporters that experiences from other countries with similar situations were used in reaching the freedom of movement agreement between Pristina and Belgrade.
