KFOR narrows the circle for smugglers (Koha Ditore)

Koha Ditore reports KFOR reconfirmed Sunday its readiness to prevent the smuggling of goods and oil from Serbia to Kosovo. Saturday three trucks carrying oil were stopped and returned to Serbia by American and Moroccan KFOR, in the village of Banjska, municipality of Zvecan.  The refusal to allow the trucks entry angered local Serbs, who have since set up a road block on one side of the road Mitrovica-Raska.  KFOR also blocked the alternate road to Novi Pazar, in order to prevent transport of goods and oil over three tones. According to the paper criminal gangs in the north are now fighting for control of rural roads so they can continue to smuggle in products. 
Unconstitutional arrest of two deputies (Koha Ditore)

Koha Ditore reports that two Kosovo Assembly deputies Albulena Haxhiu and Albana Fetoshi from Vetëvendosje were arrested and beaten by Kosovo Police Saturday at Pristina International Airport “Adem Jashari”, for allegedly throwing tomatoes at the vehicles of the Kosovo Deputy Prime Minister and the Head of Kosovo delegation for talks with Serbia. They were held for half an hour by police before being released. Haxhiu accuses state authorities of acting with double standards towards the deputies of Vetëvendosje and PDK. “It is this power which coddles and protects deputies connected to crime or who have criminal files,” said Haxhiu

Vetëvendosje: With agreements in Brussels Thaçi will withdrawal from the north (dailies)

Koha Ditore reports that for the Vetëvendosje movement says that the Kosovo Government is upholding double legal standards. This was said after the arrest of two Vetëvendosje Assembly deputies on Saturday for allegedly throwing tomatoes at the car of Edita Tahiri.  “When Vetëvendosje members commit minor violations of the law they are given major penalties. While for major violations of the will of the people of Kosovo, the Government does not receive a punishment”, said the member of Vetëvendosje presidency, Xhelal Sfecla. Svecla said that Tahiri has stamped the withdrawal of Hashim Thaçi from the north of Kosovo. “With the last agreement with Borko Stefanovic, Edita Tahiri stamped the withdrawal of Hashim Thaçi from the north of Kosovo. Edita Tahiri stamped the failure of masquerade called reciprocity, which in reality was never implemented”, expressed Sfecla. “She stamped the return before 25 July”. Express under headline Government vandal action of hooligans, writes that Kosovo Government has condemned the attack of Vetëvendosje activist on the car of Deputy Prime Minister Edita Tahiri. For the Government the action of Vetëvendojse is a vandal action of hooligans. Vetëvendosje continued to reject two agreements achieved in Brussels.

Vatican  towards recognition of Kosovo state (Koha Ditore) 

Koha Ditore reports that the Vatican apostolic delegate to the Republic of Kosovo, Julius Janusz, said that the Vatican is preparing to recognize Kosovo. Janusz made this statement after leading a mass at “Zoja Ndihmëtare” cathedral in Prizren. This is Janusz’s first visit to Kosovo, following his nomination in February by Pope Benedict XVI. He said he has come to Kosovo to show his regard and prove his love, and represent the Pope and the Catholic Church.  He added that recognition of Kosovo is in process, giving the impression in his speech that locals could help with this.  

Sosa: Honduras will lobby for Kosovo (dailies) 

Dailies report Honduras President Porfirio Lobo Sosa, stated during his meeting with Albania’s President Bamir Topi that “in the next meeting of the system of integration of Central America he will ask all member countries including the Dominican Republic to recognize Kosovo.” He added that Honduras will also lobby for Kosovo in Latin America. 
Removal of embargo depends on Serbia (Express) 

Express reports that Kosovo Deputy Prime Minister Mimoza Kusari Lila, stated on Sunday that the agreement reached in Brussels on the recognition of Kosovo customs stamps by Serbia does not mean the immediate removal of reciprocity measures towards Serbian imports established on 20 July of this year. “The decision to rescind reciprocity measures will be taken when all of the conditions are fulfilled. Yes, there was an agreement to accept Kosovo stamps, but this is in principal,” she said. She added that all the elements of the implementation of the agreement will be considered, documentation for the goods that leave Kosovo and other technical procedures. 

Dodik did not come to Kosovo (Koha Ditore)

The new Bishop of Lipjan, Jovan was ordained Sunday at the Monastery of Peja Patriarchy in the presence of  Ministers Ivica Dacic and Goran Bogdanovic, the envoy of Serb president Mladjan Djordevic, the KFOR Commander Erhard Buhler, representatives of EULEX and UNMIK and more than 500 Serb citizens, mainly from Dukagjin, reports KIM Radio.
