Kosovo Media Highlights

Feith: Serbs can vote with Serbian passports (dailies)

International Civilian Representative Pieter Feith has said that Kosovo Serbs will be able to vote with their Serbian passports in the upcoming local elections in Kosovo. “All voters who have valid documents, passports or ID cards can vote and this applies to all the communities. The Serb community can vote with Serbian passports,” Feith is quoted as saying.
Feith made the statement during a visit to the Central Elections Commission where he also called on all Kosovo citizens, particularly the Serb community, to take part in elections.
Dell and Thaçi visit Jorgic family in Lipjan (dailies)
Dailies report that U.S. Ambassador to Kosovo Christopher Dell, Prime Minister Hashim Thaçi and Lipjan Mayor Shukri Buja visited a Serb family yesterday in Lipjan. Most dailies highlight Dell and Thaçi’s appeals to Kosovo Serbs to participate in the upcoming local elections.

“We are here today to show to the people of Kosovo that the Albanian and Serb communities co-exist and have a common future. Ten years ago it was unthinkable for the Prime Minister of an independent Kosovo to visit a Serb house and to be greeted with coffee,” Dell is quoted as saying in Zëri. 

Elections for Serbs – Invitations and blackmail (Express)

Express reports that Kosovo Serbs on Wednesday received two messages in connection with local elections. Prime Minister Hashim Thaçi and Ambassador Christopher Dell again encouraged Serbs to take part in elections; Oliver Ivanovic has threatened them with salary cuts if they vote on 15 November and enter Kosovo institutions. Ivanovic, the State Secretary for Kosovo in the Serb government, has warned Kosovo Serbs who have registered as candidates for the elections on 15 November that their salaries from Belgrade will be discontinued if they join Kosovo local government institutions.
“It is not possible for someone to have two places of employment and to receive two salaries. It is not possible for someone to be municipal president of Pristina with headquarters in Gracanica, for example, and to be the municipal president of Gracanica, which will be formed after the elections in Kosovo.”

London pledges to continue to support Kosovo (dailies)

Papers report that Kosovo President Fatmir Sejdiu, during his visit to the UK, met with British Under-Secretary of State Chris Bryant, who said that his country will support Kosovo institutions with special focus on the fight against corruption and organized crime. 

Sejdiu stated that Kosovo has successfully overcome numerous challenges in recent years, although he admitted that much work still remains to be done, as has also been noted in the European Commission’s report on Kosovo.  

Serbia prepares strategy to invade Kosovo market (Zëri)

Zëri reports that Serbian businesses, supported by the Government of Serbia, are drafting a concrete strategy to “invade” the Kosovo market, while local institutions appear to be more concerned with election campaigns, therefore setting aside economic problems. 

Representatives of the Kosovo business community are alarmed by information received on steps that Serbian companies are expected to take in efforts to invade the local market. The same officials have said that there are plans to register trade distribution centres in the northern part of Kosovo, which would bring imported products from Serbia and distribute them all over Kosovo.

Signature forgery saves RTK (Koha Ditore)

Koha Ditore reports that the failure of the initiative of 43 assembly members for the establishment of a commission for the financial investigation of RTK has placed the highest institution in the Republic of Kosovo in front of two unpleasant situations: forging and anti-constitutionality.

Regarding the list containing the signatures of 43 members of parliament, it is reported that one signature was forged, while Assembly members contend that the discussion as to the necessity of creating a commission is anti-constitutional. Members of parliament have agreed that such developments cast a negative light on the Assembly.

The head of the Kosovo Assembly, Jakup Krasniqi, who reportedly had not heard of the signature forgery, has stated that this is a very bad development. Krasniqi stated that his signature was forged and that he himself did not add his signature to the list of Assembly members demanding the establishment of an investigative commission.
Assembly against €3.50 RTK fee (Koha Ditore)

Assembly President Jakup Krasniqi announced that the country’s legislature will very soon amend provisions of the Law for Radio Television of Kosovo (RTK) that deal with subscription fees, as recommended by the Kosovo Constitutional Court. After a meeting with members of the RTK Board, Krasniqi said participants discussed various possible ways of funding the RTK. The Chairperson of the RTK Board Rrahman Paçarizi, however, noted that the best way to fund RTK would be to continue the practice of collecting fees through electricity bills.  
Kryeziu: The coalition will not be broken (Epoka e Re)

In an interview with Epoka e Re, LDK principal deputy leader Eqrem Kryeziu said that the ruling PDK-LDK coalition will not break because Kosovo still needs this coalition. “It is true that the PDK is the main political force which can decide on the coalition. But I speak on behalf of the LDK side, which does not pose a threat to the coalition regardless of certain election sparks,” Kryeziu added.
Serbia continues to supply energy to the north (Kosova Sot)

After ten years, Serbs in the northern part of Kosovo have decided to pay their electricity bills; not to the Kosovo Energy Corporation (KEK), but rather to Serbia’s EPS, writes Kosova Sot. The daily adds that Serbia has been supplying electricity to northern Kosovo since 19 October, when KEK disconnected the area.
