Next government to inherit €400 million debt (Koha Ditore)

The paper writes that the future government does not have a secured fund of around 300 million Euros to cover construction of a part of the Vërmica-Merdare highway and in addition to this, the new government of Kosovo will have to deal with the promises of PM Hashim Thaçi for pay raises in several public sectors. According to Koha Ditore, this has alarmed the International Monetary Fund (IMF) which has signed an agreement with Kosovo Government in July of 2010 which clearly says there will be no increase of salaries in 2011, or rather limits it to a maximum of 8 percent.

Bogdanovic: Initial talks could start by the end of year (Koha Ditore)

Serbian Minister for Kosovo Goran Bogdanovic said initial talks between Pristina and Belgrade could start by the end of the year but serious talks are expected only once a new Kosovo Government is formed. In an interview for Belgrade news agency Beta, Bogdanovic said status of Kosovo issue will be unavoidable in the talks. 
Kosovo Embassy in Paris attacked (dailies) 

Dailies report that the Embassy of the Republic of Kosovo has been attacked on Friday evening by hooligans, who have damaged the official plate of the Embassy, by writing Serbian symbols and slogans. According to news agency INA, based on diplomatic sources, the plate was damaged, while slogans and Serbian symbols were written on the front doors of the Embassy. French police arrived immediately at the scene and started investigations to enlighten this case, suspected to have been committed by Serbian extremists. This is the second case within a short period of time that the Kosovo Embassy has been attacked in EU countries, after the burning of the flag in Rome, reports Koha Ditore. 
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
