PDK and AAK are closer (dailies)

Koha Ditore reports that two days before the start of official negotiations for the central coalition, PDK and AAK have established partnership relations in the local governance in Prizren. Local authorities have said that they have made the agreement with the consent of their party leaders. AAK continuously insisted that it won’t accept to enter in a government in which would be led by Hashim Thaçi. On Sunday, Daut Haradinaj, one of the people with most influence in AAK, has showed signs that this stance can also change in the days to come.

PDK difficult to co-govern with two Albanian parties (Koha Ditore)
The paper reports that PDK has good chances of reaching a coalition agreement only with AAK and community parties if it doesn’t guarantee the post of the president to AKR. On the day when PDK and AAK signed coalition agreement in Prizren, AKR leader Behgjet Pacolli is reported to have sent a ‘signal’ to PDK leader Hashim Thaçi saying he would rather remain in the opposition than give up the post of the president. However, without AKR, LDK and Vetëvendosje, PDK would be left with only 67 seats in the Assembly, considers the paper. 

PDK offers AAK seven ministries and deputy prime minister’s post (Bota Sot)

According to the paper, the final offer that PDK has presented AAK with includes the readiness to give seven ministries to AAK as well as one of the deputy prime minister’s post. The paper says this offer seems will be appealing to AAK but that it will be discussed in The Hague between the party leader Ramush Haradinaj and AAK delegation staying there. 

Accused of negligence (Express)

CEFTA member states are reported to have accused the Government of Kosovo for not showing an interest in having a free trade with other EU countries although Kosovo has been part of CEFTA agreement since 2007. According to them, Kosovo is not implementing the regulations and not pursuing procedures of official production and above all, is asking for a very high price for its produce to be sold in European markets, Swiss agency pc-netz.ch reported. 
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
