Kosovo Media Highlights

Aggravated AAK – does not want coalition with Hashim Thaçi as Prime Minister (Koha Ditore)

Koha Ditore reports that AAK on Saturday has given signals that it could accept a governing coalition with PDK, but on Sunday it changed its words while putting up a final condition. AAK officials have said “finally” on Sunday that they will not enter the coalition with PDK if Hashim Thaçi will be Prime Minister. General Secretary of this party, Burim Ramadani, has stated that despite the coalition in the local level with PDK to govern Prizren, AAK will not accept to govern with Thaçi as Prime Minister. “We are requesting the offer from PDK and the acceptable offer is only if Hashim Thaçi will not be Prime Minister”, said the General Secretary of AAK, Burim Ramadani.

Dell insists on a clean-hand government (Zëri)

US Ambassador to Kosovo Christopher Dell in an interview for RTV21 reiterated his view over the need of Kosovo having a clean-hand and legitimate government. Dell said he would also prefer a government with many numbers. “Not a coalition that dominates with numbers only but also a government with a clear inter-party agenda,” said Dell. He noted that this would be the only way to return the credibility of the Kosovo Government which has been seriously harmed by recent events. 

Vetëvendosje, surprise about the oath (Zëri)

Fourteen members of the Vetëvendosje as well as four members from Serb community parties may lose their seats at the Kosovo Assembly as they have announced they will refuse to give an oath based on the Constitution of Kosovo. Vetëvendosje officials said they will not give an oath before the flag of the Republic of Kosovo but will make a different oath in accordance to their platform for national unification. The paper says that based on the Constitution of Kosovo, an MP may lose the Assembly seat if refusing to be sworn in.

Frattini cancels visit to Kosovo (dailies)

Italian Foreign Minister Franco Frattini will visit Belgrade today as planned but has cancelled his scheduled visit to Kosovo. Frattini visit to Kosovo is reported to have been cancelled because of extraordinary elections and the non-constitution of the new Kosovo Government.

Except with visas, EU is also putting Kosovo under trade isolation (Koha Ditore)

Koha Ditore reports that European Union instead of helping Kosovo get out of isolation, in the last weeks it has deepened even more the isolation of Kosovo by not continuing asymmetric measures of free trade with EU. Some diplomats of EU countries are disappointed with the fact that EU did not continue trade preferences at the time when Kosovo has lost the chances to be included in the process of visa liberalization. This way, practically, Kosovo is the only country of the Western Balkans region which does not have the trade liberalization and the visa liberalization.

Discussion about Kosovo on 16 February (Express)

Express reports that the United Nations Security Council will hold its regular meeting about Kosovo, on 16 February. This has been said in the working agenda of Security Council which will be president by Brazil. The Ambassadors will discuss about the latest developments in Kosovo, only one day before the third anniversary of declaration of independence, which will be an occasion for the Serb representative, President, Boris Tadic or Foreign Minister, Vuk Jeremic to attack the newest state and to draw the attention of international media. A representative from Kosovo is also expected to take part in the meeting, namely the Deputy Minister of Foreign Affairs, Vlora Çitaku. Security Council this month is presided by Brazil which refuses to recognize Kosovo.  

There is no agenda (Express)

Express reports according to Deputy Foreign Minister Vlora Çitaku talks with Serbia will start after the consolidation of the institutions of Republic of Kosovo and after the determining of the agenda and structure of the dialogue. Except for the announcements, she says that Brussels as a bearer of this process, did not sent any agenda or official request for the start of Kosovo-Serbia talks. 

Ivanovic: Talks could start in March (Epoka e Re)

State Secretary in the Serbian Ministry for Kosovo Oliver Ivanovic said talks between Pristina and Belgrade could start in March. “March is a month when the first meeting is expected and it will be a meeting that will not be open for difficult topics for which we have solutions beforehand,” Ivanovic told the Serb media. He added that Belgrade and Pristina should first discuss the issue of missing persons.
