Cooper: Dialogue necessary (Koha Ditore)

The facilitator of European Union, Robert Cooper, stated on Saturday that Pristina and Belgrade should concentrate in a serious dialogue, which would help for sustainable solution in Kosovo. “We are very happy with the agreement for the situation in the north of Kosovo. Such compliance will be necessary also after four or five weeks to be able to return back to normality”, said Cooper for Radio Free Europe. According to him the situation in the field is not the same with that which it was before 25 July and that both parties need the dialogue to have a solution for the problem.

“Substantial autonomy for the north” as a compromise solution (Koha Ditore)

Koha Ditore reports that the tendency of Serbia to include the three northern municipalities of Kosovo inside their borders can be finalized with the issuance of a Substantial autonomy for Serbs who live in the municipalities in Zubin Potok, Leposaviq and Zvecan. Sources of newspaper inside the highest state institutions did not reject the possibility that substantial autonomy of the north to come out as a proposal of a part of international factor in coming days. “With the aim of avoiding armed conflict in the north, as an acceptable solution, they see the giving of a special status for that part, said a high institutional official.

Based on its sources in the north of Kosovo, Koha Ditore reports that despite the formal appeal of Serbian Government, Serb parallel structures with the direct support of the state of Serbia, have reinforced the main barricades in village Rudare of Zveçan municipality and in village Zupç of Zubin Potok. They have added wood and gravel on the road. As consequence, KFOR in Zveçan, had to use alternative roads, while in Rudar and Zupç, they  allowed a track of the road to be used.  

This daily reports that around 40 Serbs, gathered in the morning at the Fire Extinguishers’ Center in Bosniacka Mahalla, were sent at the barricade in Rudarë. This daily also reports that during the evening hours, new faces of people, suspected to have arrived from Serbia, were noticed in the north.

Koha Ditore reports that Kosovo’s Minister of Internal Affairs, Bajram Rexhepi, stated that after the reach of the agreement between Kosovo Government and KFOR on the north, the law and order will be gradually established in this part of the country, however he added that there will be no actions of special units without coordination with KFOR. “There will be investigations during the following days, there will be arrests of criminals, later we will jointly agree, there will be also returns at municipal court, so, gradually the rule of law will be established in the northern part, where until recently it was a taboo and almost an untouchable issue,” said Rexhepi. 
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
