Kosovo Media Highlights
Jahjaga: relations Kosovo – EU stalled (Koha Ditore)

Koha Ditore reports that despite the warm welcome by the European Union during President Atifete Jahjaga’s first visit to Brussels relations between Kosovo and the EU are strained and marked by unhappiness on both sides. The public discourse remained positive, referring to the Kosovo’s European future, the EU’s readiness to help Kosovo achieve membership, and Kosovo’s dedication to meeting the necessary criteria.  However, the EU did not miss the opportunity to express to President Jahjaga its unhappiness over the unilateral action taken by Kosovo in the north. The Head of Europe’s Foreign Policy Catherine Ashton said she hopes that “such unilateral steps will be not repeated again”. President Jahjaga also used her time in Brussels to express Pristina’s feeling that Kosovo is being left behind in the processes of European integrations. “Relations between Kosovo and the European Union are being stalled”, she said while talking to deputies of the European Parliament.  She added that “the gap between Kosovo and other countries of the region on the path towards EU membership is increasing”. Only within the European Parliament is Kosovo treated as an independent state, in the others the non-recognition of 5 member states creates obstacles. 
Buhler: Belgrade not supporting criminality in the north (Koha Ditore)

Koha Ditore writes that KFOR Commander Erhard Buhler pardoned the Government of Serbia from criminal acts in the north on Tuesday. During a farewell press conference, four days after the end of his one year mandate in Kosovo, he said that the Serbian authorities do not support crime in northern Kosovo and are trying to fight it. “The Serbian Government is not supporting criminal activities in the north”, said Buhler. This is the opposite view of Kosovo Prime Minster Hashim Thaçi, who blames Belgrade’s for the situation in the north, the killing of the Kosovo Police officer and the burning of the border point. Buhler added that citizens in northern Kosovo are tired of criminality and are scared of criminal leaders there.  

Krasniqi: Process against Limaj politicized (dailies) 

Dailies report that Kosovo Assembly Chairperson Jakup Krasniqi, said that the process against the deputy and former Minister of Transport and Telecommunications Fatmir Limaj is politicized. Speaking about the accusations against him and the ten KLA soldiers, Krasniqi said he hopes for a fair trial. “I hope that at the end, the decision of the court will be made based on laws, facts, and evidence, and not based on the wishes of individuals, be them internal or external,” he said. 

Vatican without change in its stance towards Kosovo (Koha Ditore)

The Vatican is not changing its stance towards Kosovo, stated Spokesman of the Holy See Frederico Lombardi, after the announcements of Pristina that The Vatican is preparing to recognize Kosovo. There is nothing new and no change on the stance of Holy See towards Kosovo”, said Lombardi for the Serb daily newspaper Danas. 

Dell: maturity of citizens avoided repetition of March 2004 (dailies)

Koha Ditore reports that the Head of USA Embassy in Kosovo, Christopher Dell, said that the maturity shown by citizens towards the latest riots in the north avoided an escalation of the situation to the level of March 2004. “Maturity shown by everybody, especially from the citizens, prevented us from seeing interethnic violence as in the year 2004. What we saw was a stable country, peaceful and resistant towards those who tried to provoke and incite inter ethnic conflict between communities”, said the American Ambassador.

Serbia has an alternative to the recognition of independence of Kosovo (Koha Ditore)

“Serbia should recognize Kosovo as its closest and particular neighbor”, said Vuk Draskovic the Head of SPO, on Tuesday in a conference organized by the Helsinki Committee for Human Rights in Belgrade. Draskovic said that to have a good neighborhood, Serbia should change its policies, and recognize Kosovo so that it can be a state that emerged from discussions with Serbia. “With Kosovo we need to develop economies like the ones of the two Germanys or China and Taiwan”, said Draskovic.
Krasniqi: Debate on the dialogue moved from the street to the Assembly (Koha Ditore) 

Koha Ditore reports that Kosovo Assembly Chairperson Jakup Krasniqi, stated on Tuesday that the debate on the dialogue between Kosovo and Serbia should take place within the Assembly of Kosovo. Referring to the recent developments at the Pristina Airport, where the head of the Kosovo delegation Edita Tahiri was attacked with tomatoes, Krasniqi said the debate should be moved from the streets to the Assembly, as that is the practice in democratic countries. When asked whether he has received any information regarding the recent discussions in Brussels, Krasniqi stated that the institution which he leads did not receive any official information. “We expect official information on this issue,” said Krasniqi.  

EULEX takes over the north? (Koha Ditore) 

Koha Ditore reports that the Belgrade daily Danas published on Tuesday that on 12 September EULEX in agreement with the Serbian Government, will take over the courts in the north of Mitrovica and Leposavic, while on 16 September it will take over customs. Based on international sources, this Belgrade daily also reported that all the goods that enter Kosovo will have to use Gate 3, which is at the border crossing in Merdare.
