Kosovo Media Highlights

New Head of LDK, Isa Mustafa, promises “New League” (dailies)

Koha Ditore reports that, from Sunday, LDK has two leaders; Isa Mustafa the legitimate leader of LDK with a four-year mandate and elected with over 70 percent of the votes of delegates of the 7th party convention, and Fatmir Sejdiu, the lifetime leader of honour. The former head of LDK, former president Fatmir Sejdiu, has been defeated by Isa Mustafa, Sejdiu’s former adviser from when he was the head of state, by a large number of votes. The only two candidates of LDK have negotiated for some time to achieve a compromise which they had not found until Sunday. 

For Mustafa, who is seen as a strong figure and as a leader will unite and raise LDK, the win achieved against Sejdiu was not interpreted as his victory only, but also of Sejdiu, who according to Mustafa, will stay at the core of LDK for those four years. However, he wants the detached pieces from the trunk of the party to return to their old house and to also be winners in the early parliamentary elections. In his speech which he called “New connection”, Mustafa said that LDK has a good connection of good people, of the working people, of this country. 

Express under headline Isa Mustafa versus Thaçi, writes that LDK from Sunday has a new head and Hashim Thaçi is the main rival for the elections of 12 December. Isa Mustafa, with the majority of votes, defeated his friend Fatmir Sejdiu. In front of LDK delegates, Mustafa promised that he will unite the party and will bring back the predominance of LDK within the political scene.

Bukoshi: Mustafa elected with our contribution (Express)

Former Health Minister and co-founder of the “LDK-Ibrahim Rugova” list Bujar Bukoshi said that Isa Mustafa got elected to the post of LDK leader because of his group’s contribution against Fatmir Sejdiu. “I think our activity has not only helped but it is precisely because of this that Fatmir Sejdiu is no longer leader of LDK,” said Bukoshi. He however warned that Mustafa’s election doesn’t mean all work is done in LDK and appealed for more changes in the party.

AKR and PSD reach pre-election coalition (dailies)

Behgjet Pacolli’s AKR and Agim Çeku’s PSD announced yesterday that the parties will sign a pre-election coalition which will be the second for AKR after it already signed such an agreement with PD. The three entities will now run together in the 12 December elections under AKR-PD-PSD. AKR leader Pacolli said the joint concept of the parties includes extension of authority throughout Kosovo and Kosovo’s integration in international organizations. 

There will be international observers in elections (Zëri)

CEC officials said that parliamentary elections on 12 December will be monitored by a considerable number of local and international observers. Head of CEC Valdete Daka told Radio Free Europe that she could not speak about the specific number of observers expected to arrive in Kosovo but added that the CEC has received assurances from ambassadors of Quint countries that they will send observers to Kosovo. 

AAK list not to be decided in The Hague (Kosova Sot)

AAK has announced no one from the party will travel to The Hague in order to meet the leader Ramush Haradinaj, currently awaiting trial, and have him decide the content of the list for elections in 12 December. A press release issued by the party denied reports that the principal deputy leader Blerim Shala will travel to The Hague and take the list for approval there. “This misinformation is intended to damage the Alliance for the Future of Kosovo which is fully engaged in preparations to win December’s parliamentary elections and, in addition, also intends to harm directly Mr. Haradinaj who is expected to soon face retrial in The Hague’s International Tribunal,” the statement from the party reads. 

Naim Rrustemi to join AAK (Epoka e Re)

The paper writes that PDK official turned independent member of the Assembly Naim Rrustemi is expected to today join the AAK. “This accession will strengthen the AAK even more,” said a source. Rrustemi will also feature in the party’s list for members of the Assembly in upcoming elections.   

Draskovic: Kosovo Serbs to participate in elections (Zëri, Epoka e Re)

The General Council of SPO headed by Vuk Draskovic has unanimously decided that the branch of this party in Kosovo to take part in the extraordinary parliamentary elections of 12 December. Draskovic stated that this is in the interest of the Serb people in Kosovo, while according to him; the voice of Serbs has to be heard also in the parliament in Pristina. He considers that this voice could have been louder if the Serb government would have taken the decision to call Serbs to take part in those elections, while, “no one from Belgrade has the right to call on Serb people in Kosovo to boycott the fight about their rights”. 

Courts to be discussed in Pristina-Belgrade talks (Zëri)

The paper quotes reports from the BBC which in turn quoted EULEX officials as saying that the issue of functioning of the courts in the north of Kosovo may be among the topics to be discussed in the upcoming Pristina-Belgrade talks. However, EULEX said important steps in this direction could be expected only after extraordinary elections in Kosovo take place.
