Kosovo Media Highlights
Kuçi “knows nothing” about reshuffling of the government (Koha/Express)
Koha Ditore reported on the front page on Sunday the Kosovo Democratic Party (PDK) is hesitating to respect obligations toward the New Kosovo Coalition (NKC) stemming from the coalition agreement. Prime Minister Thaçi failed to respect the deadline for removing one of the PDK ministers in order to create room for AKR leader and Principal Deputy Prime Minister Behxhet Pacolli to appoint a minister from his coalition.
When asked to comment on the issue, NKC deputy leader Mimoza Kusari-Lila told the paper that the PDK must respect this obligation very soon. However, PDK Deputy Leader and Deputy Prime Minister Hajredin Kuçi responded by saying that he knows “nothing about such an agreement”.

On the same issue, Express quotes an unnamed source as saying that the AKR will not receive another ministry, at least not until the end of the year when the work of the central government will be subject to evaluation.

KFOR opens Jarinje border crossing point (Koha Ditore)

The border crossing point in Jarinje in northern Kosovo has been opened for the movement of people and commercial goods without excise. U.S. and German KFOR troops opened the border crossing point on Saturday. Kosovo Police and Customs and EULEX customs officers are also present at the border gate. So far there have been no reports of movement through the crossing point because the road from Leposavic to Jarinje is blocked by Serbs.  

Hoxhaj: A new lobbying offensive (Epoka)

Epoka e Re carried on the front page an interview with Kosovo Foreign Affairs Minister Enver Hoxhaj, highlighting his quote that in October and November, Kosovo will launch a new lobbying campaign. “We will visit many countries that have not recognized the Republic of Kosovo. We will attend international forums and conferences in order to increase the number of recognitions. We will strengthen Kosovo’s international presence,” Hoxhaj was quoted as saying.
Stefanovic: We are in favor of talks (Express)

Express quoted Serbia’s chief negotiator Borislav Stefanovic as saying that Serbia welcomes EU facilitator Robert Cooper’s visit to Belgrade next week. Although he did not agree to meet the Kosovo delegation last week in Brussels, Stefanovic said Serbia is in favor of dialogue, but dialogue that is related to the situation in northern Kosovo.

“This process has its own course. It is good for talks to continue and to maintain their dynamics. I think it is clear that there is only one way out of this situation and that alternative solutions involve unacceptable elements that can take the country in a negative direction,” Stefanovic added.
Janjic: Tendencies in Belgrade to provoke a conflict with NATO (Epoka)
Epoka e Re reported on Sunday that Dusan Janjic, director of the Belgrade-based Forum for Ethnic Relations, said there are tendencies in Belgrade to provoke armed conflict between Serbs and KFOR troops in northern Kosovo. Janjic argued that tensions in northern Kosovo and an eventual armed conflict would suit the interests of strong criminal circles in Belgrade, which are against the rule of law and Serbia’s membership in the European Union. 
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
