Kosovo Media Highlights

Isa Mustafa: LDK for Prime Minister or to go to opposition (Koha Ditore)

Koha Ditore reports that the new head of LDK, Isa Mustafa, said that LDK will not enter a coalition with PDK. “We will not enter into a coalition with PDK in any circumstance to form the future government”, said Mustafa in the TV show “Rubikon” on KTV. Mustafa said that the last coalition with PDK did not function, because according to him, in that coalition the division of authority was not right between the partners. Mustafa also stated that LDK aims for the post of Prime Minister if it wins the elections. He also said that LDK will not enter a governing coalition if they don’t receive the post of Prime Minister and if the party remains the second force as it is now, then it will stay in opposition, where according to him it could contribute more for the country.
Isa Mustafa retires few LDK officials (Koha Ditore)

Koha Ditore reports that the new head of LDK, Isa Mustafa, has also renewed the new bodies of the party, only one day after victory against Fatmir Sejdiu. In one section of the people in the General Council, in the Presidency and Deputy Heads, he chose from the ranks of those who didn’t have higher positions in LDK. This has, according to the paper, “exploded dissatisfactions”. Eqrem Kryeziu, Zejnullah Rrahmani and Berim Ramosaj have resigned from all bodies in a display of their dissatisfaction. 

Thaçi congratulates Mustafa (dailies) 

In a press conference following his meeting with the EULEX chief, Prime Minister Hashim Thaçi refused to comment on political parties in his capacity as Prime Minister but did congratulate the newly-elected LDK leader Isa Mustafa. “We will have a competition of projects, ideas and values but we are state-building partners,” said Thaçi. 

Rrustemi joins AAK (dailies)

Papers report that the former member of PDK who upon election as MP became an independent deputy, Naim Rrustemi, officially joined the AAK yesterday. Rrustemi will also be part of the party’s list for proposed members of the Assembly. On the occasion, AAK deputy leader Ardian Gjini also said that the party is ready to cooperate with LDK. “AAK’s electorate and that of LDK have been waiting for cooperation for over three years,” said Gjini. He however added that AAK is also ready to win elections on its own.

Pacolli grows with experts from Riinvest (Koha Ditore) 

Koha Ditore reports that a so-called group of economy experts with the name E-15 which is lead by Muhamet Mustafa, the head of the Riinvest institute and co founder of AAB-Riinvest University, has entered a coalition with the party of Behgjet Pacolli, AKR. The agreement for this coalition was signed on Monday between Behxhet Pacolli and Muhamet Mustafa at the headquarters of AKR, while its primary aim, according to the signing parties, is the creation of joint list of candidates for the national elections of the year 2010, which are going to be held on 12 December.

PDK leads with 35.1% in the recent poll (Epoka e Re)

The research centre Gani Bobi has published a poll regarding the will of the people to take part in elections and their political preferences. According to the survey, the turnout is expected to be around 74 percent, 13 percent said they will not vote while 12 percent are still undecided. The respondents gave the most support to the PDK with 35.1% followed by LDK with 27.3, AAK 12.5%, Vetëvendosje 11.9%, AKR with 7.2%, FAIR with 4.9 and LDD with 3.1%.  

Vetëvendosje, most voted in Koha.net (Koha Ditore)

Koha Ditore reports that if the elections of 12 December will end with the results like the one of the poll newly started in Koha.net, the political scene would be totally overturned and winner would be Albin Kurti with the Vetëvendosje movement out in front. Second in their poll comes LDK, third PDK, fourth FAIR, and fifth AAK. Koha Ditore learns that LDK is now inciting its membership to vote massively in the poll of Koha.net, with the hope that, at least in this virtual race, they will come forward as the number one party.

De Marnhac announces new developments in the coming days (dailies)

After meeting Prime Minister Hashim Thaçi, the Head of EULEX Xavier Bout de Marnhac said there could be fresh developments in the coming days regarding high-profile investigations. “I believe in the ability of judges and prosecutors to do things properly. Investigations are ongoing and there will be developments in the next weeks or days,” said de Marnhac. 

Thaçi on his part said that EULEX actions will not affect the pre-election campaign. “We have different tasks or different objectives, the rule of law knows not a good or bad time,” said Thaçi.

Buhler: Kosovo-Serbia border is a political not military matter (Koha Ditore)

KFOR Commander Erhard Buhler said the upcoming meeting with the commander of the Serbian Army will be more of a routine meeting based on the Kumanovo Agreement. Buhler said the border between Kosovo and Serbia is likely to come up at the meeting but stressed that the issue will be discussed in the framework of UNSCR 1244. “I don’t want to speculate. The borderline problem is political and belongs to politics and the UN,” said Buhler. 

EC: Kosovo did not meet conditions to receive visa strategy (Koha Ditore)

Koha Ditore reports that the European Union has rejected the evaluation of the Kosovar minister of Interior Affairs Bajram Rexhepi, and those of Integrations Minister Besim Beqaj, that Kosovo has fulfilled all the criteria for receiving strategy for visa liberalization. On the day that the European Council has taken the decision to remove the visas for Albania and Bosnia and Herzegovina, officials of the European Commission have made it clear that the Kosovo government did not fulfill the criteria to reactivate the strategy which would enable the start of the dialogue about liberalization. “We never said that Kosovo will receive the strategy without fulfilling the criteria. One of the criteria where we asked to be worked more on is that of repatriation and reintegration. According to our evaluation, this criteria has not been fulfilled”, said Michele Cercone, Spokesperson of the Interior Affairs Commissioner.    

Without political representatives (Express)

The paper reports that Kosovo is expected to be represented this week in a CEFTA meeting at the level of directors and there will not be any political representation although the meeting is to decide the modalities for the future presidency of CEFTA. The paper quotes sources saying that Kosovo representatives in the meeting will have a symbolic importance.
