Re-voting with drums (dailies)

Koha Ditore writes that PDK will have 30,000 votes less in Skenderaj and Drenas after the re-voting held on Sunday which was again accompanied by allegations for many irregularities. According to the CEC, the re-voting of 9 January has had less appeal for the citizens of Skenderaj and Drenas in comparison with the elections of 12 December – citizens have voted 32.08 percent less in Skenderaj and 28.06 less in Drenas this Sunday in comparison with the Sunday of previous month. Unsatisfactory turnout of the voters until 16:00 hrs, where according to the Municipal Election Commission there was a turnout of over 40 percent, has made some of the cars to circulate through Skenderaj calling the voters to use the last moment to vote. This has also made the drummers to return to Adem Jashari square to entertain where with drums, national and state flags neighborhoods and entire villages in organized way have exercised their citizens right to vote. This and other factors have influenced that at the end of the voting process, according to the sources inside Municipal Election Commission, the turnout reached 61.6 percent. 

Epoka e Re under headline PDK reconfirms its convincing victory, writes that PDK headed by Hashim Thaçi, also on Sunday has reconfirmed the victory in Skenderaj and Drenas municipality, in a polling station in Malishevë and another one in Lipjan. 
Express under headline, Reconfirmed, writes that PDK won in Drenica and AAK in Deçan – same as it was expected, but otherwise from 12 December the turnout in elections this Sunday was lower, while reconfirming also that there has been manipulated the vote one month before. The result of re-voting in Skenderaj and Drenas is expected to lower the percentage of PDK at a national level.

Political parties assess Sunday’s revote (dailies)

Koha Ditore reports that PDK is one of the only parties to consider yesterday’s revote in Skenderaj, Drenas and Deçan as regular and successful while most of the other parties have presented complaints over the elections process. 

LDK has again voiced allegations of misuse and vote manipulation. The party leaders said they will not only ask for annulment of the revote in polling stations where electricity was cut off but that they will also insist on new elections in 2011. 

Vetëvendosje movement has presented irregularities in the revote process early yesterday. A press release issued by the movement said its observers were prevented from entering a polling station in a village of Skenderaj under the justification that they were not originally from Skenderaj municipality.

AAK has also noted a number of irregularities saying it is a continuation of the 12 December process which was marred by manipulations as the same problems were identified in Sunday’s vote. AAK considers that the revote should have been organized in all of Kosovo. 

AKR said despite the revote, the image of 12 December elections cannot be amended. 

Feith and Dell comment on the elections process (dailies)

International Civilian Representative Pieter Feith said the elections process has to come to a good end as this time fraud and irregularities will not be tolerated. Feith on Sunday visited a polling station in Drenas. “I have visited this polling stations and I have also made visits to other municipalities. Things are going quite well, the atmosphere is positive and work is going okay. However, it is a very long day so we will refrain from prejudging,” said Feith.

US Ambassador Christopher Dell said the revote is going better than the process of 12 December. “From what I had the opportunity to see, the process so far has gone very well. This time, the organization is better and there is a greater control in the polling stations,” said Dell after a visit to Drenas. 

Kuçi: We have no problem with numbers (Zëri)

In an interview for the paper ahead of the revote, PDK deputy leader Hajredin Kuçi said despite the decision to have a revote in three municipalities, the overall elections process of 12 December met all required democratic standards. Reaffirming the stance that PDK has no red lines against any other political party, he advised other parties not to rush into taking a positive or negative position against a possible coalition with PDK but wait for the certification of elections results. “We are convinced we will make an offer to those that will respond positively to our offer,” said Kuçi. He also said that the PDK has sufficient votes to guarantee stability of the future Government of Kosovo. 

Pacolli requests from Berisha an international roundtable (Zëri) 

Zëri reports that the leader of the Alliance for the Future of Kosovo, Behgjet Pacolli, has written on Sunday a letter to the Prime Minister of Albania, Sali Berisha, requesting help “for a joint national concern.” 

In his letter, Pacolli expressed his concern regarding the report of the Council of Europe rapporteur, Dick Marty, who according to him is trying to blot Albanian nation with repellent accusations, such as trafficking of human organs. Pacolli requested from Berisha to call an international roundtable of Albanian parliamentary parties to discuss a political documented send a joint letter to all the international institutions, and requested coordination with the West to object Marty’s accusations. 

Ivanovic, against census of Kosovo population (dailies) 

Dailies report that the state Secretary for Kosovo at Serbian Government, Oliver Ivanovic, said Sunday for the Serb media in northern Mitrovica that census in Kosovo should not be supported. “We should oppose this process with all political means,” said Ivanovic, according to whom the decision for enumeration of Serb citizens in Kosovo should be made by the Serbian Government. He warned that the major number of Kosovo Serbs would not be able to register due to their displacement from Kosovo. Ivanovic added that there is strong possibility that Serbs would not respond to the census, therefore the results would not be accurate. 

Call for returns (Express)

Patriarch of the Serb Orthodox Church Teodosije called on displaced Serbs to return to Kosovo. He said that it is time for cohabiting between the nations of Balkans. At the same time, the religious leader called on Pristina and Belgrade to take into account the interests of the citizens. “The conditions for the return of the Serbs in Kosovo are far away from being good and create many difficulties and risks”, said Teodosije for Serb media. “However, we cannot wait for others to create for us better conditions. Everyone should return to their homes and this way to contribute in the returns. Examples of individuals who have done this in lower numbers are returning the hope that also the others will follow their way”, said the patriarch.

Church for Serbs allowed but reconstruction of mosque not allowed (Kosova Sot)

The paper writes that a mosque near the bridge of river Ibri in Mitrovica, destroyed during the war, has not been allowed to be reconstructed while ‘thanks to UN’s unparalleled tolerance’ Serbs have been able to build new religious monuments in the north. Kosovo Islamic Community has several times requested from UNMIK permission to reconstruct the destroyed mosque but was never allowed to do so under the reasoning that there is no sufficient security.
