Kosovo Media Highlights

Little progress and serious concerns of EU for Kosovo (Koha Ditore)

Koha Ditore reports, on the front page, that the EU progress report of this year has seen a small difference, but a symbolic one for those who like symbolism. The title mentions “Progress report for Kosovo 2010”, while for the year 2009 was written “Progress report for Kosovo under UNSC1244”. Some will be happy that the reference to resolution 1244 is removed from the title, which shows that the EU was not treating Kosovo as a state, but the failure comes with the fact that this reference has only been moved to inside the front page at the bottom with smaller letters. This year’s report proves that Kosovo has achieved some kind of progress in some fields, but the field dominate was the inadequate progress in areas where the EU continued to express serious concern. 
Talking about progress, the paper writes that those were mainly political and symbolic and less on the substantive side. For many other fields the commission found limited progress or inappropriate progress or found no progress at all. “The capacity of public administration remains weak. The judiciary does not function properly. The rule of law remains a serious concern, the efforts to fight against corruption and against money laundering need to be increased”, these are some of the remarks of the European Commission report. 
While addressing a more sensitive issue for the Kosovar’s, those of visas, the EU Commissioner for enlargement, Stefan Fule, while presenting the founding of the progress report for this year, said that the “Commission remains committed to start the dialogue of visa liberalization with Kosovo”, but he conditioned this with the reintegration of the returnees. 

Daviddi requests greater commitment in fight against corruption and crime (Koha Ditore, dailies)

Koha Ditore reports that the progress reports have been presented in Pristina. The head of the European Commission Liaison Office in Kosovo, Renzo Daviddi, reserved to fully comment on the progress report of the European Commission for Kosovo. The limited progress in some fields, such as corruption which remains a concern, have not been fought as needed, the same is true of organized crime, money laundering, the justice system, and the lack of the freedom of media, which were also mentioned in  passing by Daviddi. “This place is on the eve of the electoral campaign and the last thing I would like to see is the use of this report as a political instrument”, reasoned Daviddi. Even though he did not want to comment on the report in detail, while talking about it in general, he called on Kosovar’s to read the report and to understand what the commissioned has evaluated.

LDK is receiving signals for the return of Ukë Rugova (Koha Ditore)

Koha Ditore reports that door for the return of Ukë Rugova in LDK has been opened by the new head of LDK itself, Isa Mustafa, but for Bujar Bukoshi the door of return has been closed. Mustafa said that on Tuesday, after the meeting of the steering council and the presidency, eight places from 110 seats for the members of assembly has been kept for possible pre-election cooperation and for Ukë Rugova, the son of former president Ibrahim Rugova.

ICO: Pristina & Belgrade decide if they are going to talk about north (Koha)

Koha Ditore reports that Pristina and Belgrade should decide themselves if in the future talks they want to talk about the north of Kosovo, representatives of ICO said to Fonet. The ICO supports talks about all the issues which are connected with the north. Fonet notes. ICO spokesman in Kosovo, Kai Mueller-Berner, explains that “all the efforts of Kosovo institutions will be supported which lead towards an improvement of quality of life”.

Acting President, candidate of PDK for member of assembly (Koha Ditore)

Jakup Krasniqi will be part of the list of candidates of PDK for members of assembly, which will be finalized in within two days. Candidacy, according to the interpretation which has been given by this party, does not constitute a constitutional violation. While in CEC, they did not want to say if Jakup Krasniqi can be a candidate for a member of the assembly, while in the presidency they did not talk officially about this. Unofficially they have said that Krasniqi has taken judicial advice to be part of the list.

FAIR: Non seriousness of government regarding repatriation has left Kosovo without visas (Koha Ditore)

While the government has stated that during the month of September it will receive the strategy which should mean visa liberalization will follow, this has lately been denied officially by the European Commission. The FAIR party considers that it is unfair that because of the negligence of Kosovo institutions the people of Kosovo are to be punished, while the countries of the region are moving with a faster rhythm towards the European Union.

Pacolli: We will be at the head of historical phase (Bota Sot)

Bota Sot reports that AKR has entered coalitions with four other parties, pensioners and nationalists. Pacolli said that AKR is in the center of this coalition, while calling his political group “a train of this coalition”.
