Kosovo against opening of Ahtisaari package (Koha Ditore)

Koha Ditore reported on the front page on Sunday that Kosovo authorities and international law experts reject autonomous status for the Serb-inhabited north, similar to that of Catalonia in Spain. This government reaction comes after the Head of International Civilian Office, Peter Feith, expressed that Ahtisaari Plus is the solution for Kosovo. He expressed that Spain’s model could work in Kosovo but did not elaborate on details. Feith’s proposal was immediately criticized by Foreign Minister Enver Hoxhaj. Professor Afrim Hoti evaluated this proposal will not work unless Albanian concerns and interests are taken into account. The ICO, created to monitor the implementation of the package, said that it is working with the Government and with Kosovo citizens to find best effective way and more sustainable for its implementation.

Hoxhaj: Ahtisaari package –only path towards peace in the Balkans (Koha)

Koha Ditore reports that Kosovo’s Foreign Minister, Enver Hoxhaj, while talking about reconciliation in the Balkans, in an interview for the Italian news agency ANSA, said that Belgrade must recognize the independence of Kosovo, and the Ahtisaari package must implemented if there is going to be peace and stability in the Balkans. “Thanks to the Ahtisaari package, and the Special Representatives of United Nations, the rights of Serb minorities are guaranteed more than in any other state in Europe, 90 per cent of this plan has already been implemented,” Hoxhaj added.

Zëri quoted an unnamed international official involved in security matters in Kosovo as saying that the announcement of an agreement for the north is only an attempt by Thaçi’s government to make Kosovars believe that their government is capable of regaining control over the north. “Thaçi and Rexhepi simply want to push forward the idea that everything is under the control of Kosovars although they know that they don’t have the proper power for this,” said the international official. 
Serbian Government predicts violence on Sept. 16th (Koha Ditore)
The Government of Serbia condemned statements made by the Government of Kosovo, on Saturday.  According to Belgrade, Pristina announced it will use force in the north on September 16th the same way it did on July 25th. The Serbian Government called on the United Nations, the European Union and NATO to take necessary measures in line with their competencies. 

“The premonition of unilateral acts of violence is a threat to the security of the whole region and it endangers dialogue and the implementation of status neutral agreements,” read a statement issued by the government in Belgrade. “The responsibility for the eventual use of violence and unilateral actions will fall on Kosovo and international institutions in charge of guaranteeing peace and security in Kosovo.”
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
