Citizens in the north demand security (Koha)

Koha Ditore reports on the front page that Albanian residents of neighborhoods in the northern part of Mitrovica have demanded more police troops in their settlements fearing an eventual attack by Serb parallel structures operating in the area. While Albanians have stopped rebuilding their houses, Serbs have called on EULEX to leave Kosovo. Meanwhile, local and international police are searching for perpetrators who killed and wounded Serbs, while KFOR has called on the “leaders of the northern municipalities” to allow EULEX to move freely in northern Kosovo.

Kosovo Police and EULEX do not believe they need to step up their presence in the north after Wednesday’s incident at Kroi i Vitakut, northern Mitrovica, involving Albanian and Serb ethnic groups, where one Serb died and two others were injured during the incident. 

“So far we don’t have any suspects for the murder of Sava Mojisic and the wounding of two others that happened on Wednesday evening at 20:00 hrs in Kroi i Vitakut,” said Kosovo Police spokesman Besim Hoti. 
SRSG Zarif condemns incident in the north (dailies)

The Special Representative of the Secretary General of the UN in Kosovo, Farid Zarif, has condemned the recent incident in the northern part of Kosovo. “Any kind of violence is completely unacceptable and should not be tolerated. Competent authorities should launch investigations in connection with all circumstances related to this incident and bring perpetrators to justice,” Zarif said. Koha Ditore quotes the SRSG as saying, “the use of violence, in any context, is unacceptable and can threaten peace and stability in Kosovo”. 

Serb media “reveal” U.S. KFOR plan to take over barricades (Koha)
Koha Ditore reports that taking over of the barricades, but first with it also the closure of alternate roads in direction of the north of Kosovo, it is the concept of American KFOR for the solution of the problem there, reported Blic newspaper on Thursday, Belgrade Blic newspaper. The strategy is that with taking one by one of the alternate roads, which Serbs are using them, will disable the movement and will make increased pressure that in one moment will result with the request of Serbs to open those border crossings and with this also the removal of barricades. According to this news paper in the next period it will be made efforts to take the barricade in Jagnjenice. This barricade is continuous problem and if this road is put in the KFOR control and EULEX, the international forces would control the traffic between Zubin Potok and Mitrovica, This way as Blic writes the local population would not be able to use the road from Montenegro.

Vetëvendosje: Serbia is using cases like the one in Kroi i Vitakut (dailies)

The Vetëvendosje Movement issued a reaction after Wednesday’s incident at Kroi i Vitakut, condemning the killing and wounding of citizens and saying that courts should handle thieves and perpetrators. 
“We call for the court in the northern part of Mitrovica to be reopened after it was forcefully shut down by Serbia’s criminal structures. Such acts are happening as a result of the absence of local institutions in that part of the Republic of Kosovo. Albanians there are left in the mercy of parallel structures and are forced to organize their own security in all possible ways sometimes even with arms. They wouldn’t have done so if they were protected by state institutions. They have often made this request, by even sending dozens of letters to the government and institutions, but the only reply they got was ignorance. The fact that they are forced to defend themselves this way shows that international security missions there are present only symbolically. Such incidents are always used by Serbia,” read Vetëvendosje’s reaction.
Miletic: North should be discussed separately from dialogue (dailies)

Dailies quote Kosovo Assembly Deputy Speaker Petar Miletic as saying that the north should be a special topic of discussion between Pristina and Belgrade. Miletic expressed this idea during a discussion held at the Media Center in Cagllavica. 
According to Miletic, whose party is member of the ruling coalition, conducting of the dialogue for the north is a good possibility for solving the problem of northern Mitrovica. 
“For me personally it would not be a problem that in the framework of these talks to be talked also for the north, but if this would affect the so-called technical dialogue, then it would be good to be organized a special dialogue for the north of Kosovo, and this is only an idea,” Miletic said.
Lunacek: Implementation depends on PM and Government’s will (Koha)

Koha Ditore quotes Ulrike Lunacek, European Parliament’s Rapporteur on Kosovo, as saying, “considering how long the process [visa liberalization] took with neighboring countries, it is realistic to expect the guideline to be implemented in 2-3 years. Ultimately it will depend on the will of the Prime Minister and the Government and the readiness to meet all requirements (and there are more conditions than a biometric passport) and implement them as soon as possible. However, I don’t see this happening in 2012.”
Intensified efforts to resume dialogue (Koha)

Koha Ditore reports that the office of dialogue facilitator, Robert Cooper, has intensified contacts with parties in efforts to resume the process of technical dialogue. Diplomatic sources told the paper that the date of the regular meeting between Tahiri and Stefanovic will be known after Saturday’s session of the Serbian Parliament and its declaration on Kosovo. The meeting between Tahiri and Stefanovic, which will mark the resumption of technical dialogue, is expected to be held in the next two weeks and the agenda will include Kosovo’s representation in regional initiatives, energy and telecom. “These are three topics on which Cooper presented conclusions which were accepted by Kosovo and Serbia is expected to accept them too,” added the source.
Yes to integrated joint management of borders with Serbia (Epoka e Re)

Epoka e Re reports that Kosovo’s chief negotiator Edita Tahiri has accepted Robert Cooper’s idea for the integrated joint management of all border crossing points between Kosovo and Serbia. Tahiri said Kosovo in principle accepts this model and added that the Kosovo delegation has called on the EU to pressure Belgrade to accept the reached agreements and to return to dialogue by November 20th.
Hyseni: LDK does not have a secret service (Koha)

Koha Ditore reports that senior LDK official Skender Hyseni did not feel very comfortable when asked if the LDK has an intelligence service, following a recent accusation by Vetëvendosje MP Florin Krasniqi. Hyseni, a member of the Kosovo Assembly, told KTV that he is the last person who can talk about the issue. “As far as I know, there are no such services in the LDK. I am not the right person to talk about this issue,” Hyseni said.

Hashim Thaçi interviewed by prosecutor in Limaj case (Zëri)
Zëri reports in the leading front-page story that the trial of former Transport Minister Fatmir Limaj on war crimes charges is expected to begin today. The paper notes that an unusual “guest” visited Prime Minister Hashim Thaçi to question him about certain developments that took place 12 years ago in Kosovo. 
EULEX prosecutor Maurizio Salustro paid a visit to Thaçi in efforts to find out what was Limaj’s role during the war in Kosovo, especially his role in the General Headquarters of the Kosovo Liberation Army, and his role in drafting the Arrow Operation. Thaçi was not interviewed as a politician but as former political director of the KLA. Thaçi’s interviewing came after a request by Limaj’s defence attorneys. 
“On Tuesday, Prime Minister Thaçi, one hour in the morning and then another hour in the afternoon, was interviewed by the EULEX prosecutor about the war crimes case of former Transport Minister Fatmir Limaj,” a source, on the condition of anonymity, told the paper. “The interview was held on the day when the Kosovo Assembly was holding a plenary session and Thaçi had to leave the proceedings on several occasions in order to meet the prosecutor.”
The paper tried to contact the Office of the Prime Minister on Thursday and get some information about the matter, but this was not possible.
U.S. will continue to support Kosovo in the rule of law area (Epoka e Re)

Kosovo’s Deputy Prime Minister Hajredin Kuçi met on Thursday with U.S. Deputy Assistant Secretary of State, Bryan Nichols, and discussed the U.S. assistance for Kosovo in several areas, especially in the rule of law. Nichols said the U.S. would continue to support Kosovo in the future especially in the system of justice. 
“The U.S. will continue to support the work of the judiciary, on issues related to the confiscation of wealth accumulated illegally as well as the correctional service of Kosovo,” Nichols said after meeting Kuçi.  
EU re-advertises vacancy announcement for head of office in Pristina (Koha)
