AAK and PDK deny agreement on “ceasefire” (dailies) 

Dailies report that AAK leader Ramush Haradinaj denied to having a “secret meeting” with Prime Minister Hashim Thaçi, in order to stop reciprocal accusations. Haradinaj attempted to stem talk of a secret meeting of the two leaders in a restaurant in Dukagjin, in order to end the accusations which reached a peak with Deputy Minister Adem Grabovci. 

“I have not met with Mr. Thaçi in almost two years. I have not spoken with him via telephone, and I do not communicate regarding these issues to anyone. My obligations are toward the citizens of the country, I report to them, I give explanations to them, but not to such people,” Haradinaj is quoted as saying. 
Deputy Prime Minister Hajredin Kuqi also denied any secret meeting between Haradinaj and Thaçi. 
Dominican Republic recognition opens war between MFA and AKR (Koha Ditore) 

Koha Ditore reports that the Dominican Republic’s recognition of Kosovo’s independence has caused further clashes between Kosovo’s Foreign Ministry and AKR leader Bexhet Pacolli. 
The AKR leader stated via video-conference that he received the notification as to recognition of Kosovo’s independence, and officials of his party sent the verbal note to the Ministry for Foreign Affairs, adding that they were obliged to leave the note at the reception, because officials were away for the weekend, Koha Ditore reports. 
Officials from the Foreign Ministry of the Republic of Kosovo claimed that they did not receive any note form AKR; however, they announced that the Ministry received the official notice from the Dominican Republic. 
Verbal “freeze” of Mustafa’s mandate (Koha Ditore) 

Koha Ditore reports that one day before facing the court, Deputy Rrustem Mustafa announced to have adjourned all his institutional duties, until conclusion of the trial process. However, Assembly officials claim that Mustafa’s decision was not made officially, and that he would therefore continue to be included in the regular list of deputies and as Chairperson of the Commission for internal and security issues. 

The Assembly Chairperson for Mandates and Immunities, Ahmet Isufi, stated that he did not receive any request from the judicial bodies to remove Mustafa’s immunity. “We did not receive any request, neither from the District Court nor from Prosecution, to remove Mustafa’s immunity, therefore, there was no need to discuss this issue,” observed Isufi.
