Kosovo Media Highlights

Older parties keep their lists secret (Koha Ditore, dailies)

Koha Ditore reports that the two parties who were together in the government for around three years, PDK and LDK, have not been able to tell the citizens which candidates they are going to race in the elections of 12 December, not even on Thursday when the deadline passed for handing over election lists in CEC. The two opposition parties, AAK and AKR, have acted similarly while the first one, at least unofficially, has leaked its list before it was sent to CEC. All four parties have waited until the last hour of the deadline to hand over in envelopes the names of the contenders for the future members of the Kosovo assembly. 
Ready to tell the electorate what intellectual capacities they offer, LDD and two other parties which are racing for the first time in national elections, Vetëvendosje movement and FAIR, have shown their lists. Epoka e RE has published the full lists of candidates of Vetëvendosje, AKR, AAK, LDD and only the first ten of the candidates of PDK.

Zannier sees situation in Kosovo as a “frozen conflict” (Koha Ditore, dailies)

Koha Ditore report that independently from reconfiguration and volume reduction of the mission, UNMIK still plays important political role in Kosovo, has evaluated in Washington, the head of the mission, Lamberto Zannier. He said to the Radio Voice of America that UNMIK is the most political mission. Zannier considers that the main aim of UNMIK is to realize reconciliation and stability in the field. The Italian diplomat, on Tuesday evening held a lecture in the school for international studies of the John Hopkins University, in which he described the actual situation in Kosovo as a “frozen conflict”*. Although, he evaluated as positive the fact that the political process is starting this will bring both parties to the table for talks. Zannier does not consider that the changes in the government will influence the dialogue with Belgrade.
[*Note: Mr. Zannier said to VOA that the situation in the north of Kosovo needs to be dealt with so that it does not become a frozen conflict. -Ed]
Kosovo on Friday before Security Council (Koha Ditore)

Koha Ditore reports that the UN Security Council, in a session which will be held Friday afternoon in New York, will review the regular report of the UN Secretary-General Ban Ki-moon about the developments in Kosovo, which includes the past period of three months and which also has attached the annex about the work of EULEX. The head of the world organization in his latest report has greeted the readiness of the European Union to help the dialogue between Pristina and Belgrade, hoping that this will further consolidate peace and stability, in Kosovo and wider in the region. In this session Kosovo is expected to be represented by Kosovo Deputy Foreign Minister, Vlora Çitaku, which will be her fist representation in the big chamber of world diplomacy.

Belgrade intellectuals call on Serbs to participate in elections (Koha Ditore)

Koha Ditore reports that candidacy of Serbia for European Union and the announced dialogue Belgrade-Pristina create circumstances and a new political environment which put the Serb community in another perspective, says in the appeal of 104 Serb intellectuals and public workers of Belgrade, directed at Kosovo Serbs to participate in elections of 12 December. “While participating in elections the Serb community wins the political identification and the possibility of taking part in the social political life in Kosovo, which is also the contribution for building a multi-ethnic society. Therefore, we call on the members of Serb community to take part in elections, which are a life chance for the realization of the perspective of sustainable stay there,” says the appeal signed by 104 intellectual and public authorities of Belgrade.

Report – positive for the outgoing government, negative for others (Koha Ditore)

Koha Ditore reports that Foreign Policy Club held a discussion about the progress report. Discussion between civil society, political subjects and outgoing government officials has highlighted significant differences as far as it concerns the evaluation of findings in the progress report of European Commission, published two days ago. While the civil society and political parties have expressed their conviction that the report about Kosovo is negative, representatives of outgoing government have stated that the report talks about achieved progress during the year.

Konsig Group is waiting for approval from TRA to operate in the enclaves (Koha Ditore)

Telecommunications Regulatory Authority (TRA) has still not licensed any company to be a virtual operator in the Serb enclaves of the public telecommunications company. The American-Serb company “Konsig Group”, according to the heads of TRA, could receive the license to operate in the country. Even though the company is specialized in the building of telecommunications infrastructure and not in providing services, this is not expected to be an obstacle for TRA.

Ahmet Alishani, in between two days two jail convictions (Koha Ditore, dailies)

Koha Ditore reports that five years after a car was bought for former head of Kosovo assembly, Nexhat Daci, to the value of 236 thousand Euros, which never came into Kosovo, three actors of this purchase, Shefka Shasivari, Ahmet Alishani and Jusuf Nikçi, have been convicted with conditional jail. This is the second sentence in two days for Ahmet Alishani.

Relieved (Express)

Express carries an Interview with the head of LDD, Nexhat Daci. “For four years there was no comfort in my house. They have threatened me with prison and with political liquidation. Therefore, I feel relieved that everything ended on Wednesday, where the court said its word. But, this political process, driven by UNMIK and LDK, will not harm me on 12 December,” says Daci in the interview.
Unsure the certification of Haradinaj, Daci and Kurti (Lajm, dailies)

Lajm reports that judicial processes and convictions with prison, imposed towards some political personalities, are risking their candidacies in the race for elections of 12 December, but everything will be known on 19 November when CEC will do the certification of candidates of political parties. Then, CEC will come out with a decision if is going to certify also the candidacies of Ramush Haradinaj, Nexhat Daci and Albin Kurti.
