Over 1.6 million Kosovars to elect the new Assembly composition (Koha Ditore) 

Koha Ditore reports that over one and a half million citizens will have the right to elect the new composition of the Assembly of Kosovo. Institutions of the organization, monitoring and security of elections announced on Saturday that everything is ready for the extraordinary elections of 12 December. Head of the Central Election Commission Valdete Daka said that required preparations have been made. “We have managed to complete all activities, foreseen with the operational plan, according to legal timeframes, with preciseness,” said Daka.

German Foreign Minister Guido Westervelle said he believed Sunday’s elections in Kosovo will be successful for democracy and that soon afterwards talks between Pristina and Belgrade could start. “I hope the new elected government in Pristina will soon after elections start direct talks with Serbia so the daily living problems begin to be resolved,” said Westervelle.
Leaks from the north (Express)

Express republishes a letter, published initially by WikiLeaks, that U.S. Ambassador to Kosovo Christopher Dell sent to U.S. Assistant Secretary of State Philip Gordon on 29th January this year. Dell focused on local Serbs, Belgrade’s position vis-à-vis them and the northern part of Kosovo. Dell described Belgrade’s actions as increasingly aggressive in trying to keep the northern part under control. Dell also criticized Brussels because according to him they avoid making difficult decisions. Based on this document, the paper notes, it seems that the U.S. is disappointed with the European Union as Dell very directly refers to EU officials as bureaucrats that dare not make tough decisions. 
Jeremic to be dismissed from diplomacy after 18 December (Koha Ditore) 

Koha Ditore reports that close sources of Serbia’s President Boris Tadic told Belgrade daily Blic that Serbia’s Foreign Minister Vuk Jeremic will be dismissed from his post after the elections in Serbia’s Democratic Party, called for 18 December. The decision has been made after the scandalous ceremony of the “Nobel” prize for peace of Chinese dissident Liu Xiabo, in Oslo, for which the presidential cabinet said that it represented Jeremic’s personal will. Blic reported that the most serious candidate for the position is the current political director of this ministry, Borko Stefanovic. The Belgrade daily reported that dissatisfaction with Jeremic started with the rush on the Serbian resolution at the UN General Assembly, despite the agreement with Brussels on the text. Jeremic in an interview from Sofia, said that reports of his dismissal are speculations. 
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
