Issues discussed with Serbia are not made public (Koha Ditore) 

Koha Ditore reports that Deputy Prime Minister Edita Tahiri, was not able to share with Kosovars on Saturday the issues that will be discussed during the dialogue between Kosovo and Serbia and neither was she able to tell the precise number of the issues that will be discussed. At a press conference after the first round of discussion in Brussels during 8 and 9 March, Tahiri said that 15 to 20 issues will be discussed with Serbia.  She said that the two days of discussions with Serbian party have marked “interesting advancement,” and that both parties were constructive on resolution of the issues on the table, even though no agreement has been reached on the initial issues discussed. 

“We are interested for this dialogue not to be long, but to end in an optimal period, because the objectives of the dialogue are to improve the lives of the citizens, both in Kosovo and Serbia. Also, this dialogue serves on the improvement of regional cooperation,” said Tahiri. 

Beqiri: Government is marginalizing the Assembly (Zëri)

Zëri reported on Sunday that in an interview for Radio Free Europe, Ismet Beqiri, head of the LDK parliamentary group, said the LDK insists that the Assembly of Kosovo should play its constructive, decision-making, constitutional and legal role and not be in the margins of developments. Asked to comment on talks between Pristina and Belgrade, Beqiri said, "it's not that the LDK is against talks but it is against the way they have started. The Government has no right to act this way. After all, the Government does not answer to the people but to the Assembly, and the Assembly then answers to the people". Beqiri also said that what worries the LDK is the government's attempt to downplay the role of the Assembly.

Vetëvendosje: Negotiations create Serb Republic within Kosovo (Koha Ditore)

Vetëvendosje movement has stated that there should be no negotiations with Serbia because these talks will lead to the creation of the Serb Republic within the territory of Kosovo. “Negotiations make Kosovo controlled by Serbia,” said Zgjim Hyseni from Vetëvendosje. Hyseni added that Kosovo should not negotiate with Serbia also because the latter has not apologized for the crimes against Albanian population. 
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
