Krasniqi: We don’t want division, but we don’t fear it (Zëri)

In an interview for Zëri, Kosovo Assembly Speaker Jakup Krasniqi said that if Kosovo’s borders are changed, this modification would have to include Albanians living outside Kosovo. “If Kosovo’s borders are changed, Albanians should think about other Albanians living outside the borders, because no one in the Balkans is as damaged as we are,” Krasniqi said.

In a response to a statement by former coordinator of the Stability Pact Erhard Busek, Krasniqi said Kosovo never favored partition, but if the international community changes its position then Kosovo would ask for its share. Krasniqi also added the Ahtisaari Package is an ideal solution for minorities in Kosovo. 

Serbian Church against division of Kosovo (Koha)

Koha Ditore quotes the bishop of the Serb church for Rashka and the Prizren region, Teodosije, as saying that the division of Kosovo would be a historical mistake for the Serbian state, church and people. He said that a compromise solution is to live together. 

“Division, if it implies the border along the Ibër River, is not good. Where would this leave the others? Everything that is historically important would remain south of the Ibër River and that’s where the majority of the population is living. If we are not in Serbia, we would belong to Kosovo or Albania,” Teodosije added.
Kosovo aims to secure more recognitions through “Patton Boggs” (Koha)

Koha Ditore reports in the leading front-page story that the officials of the Kosovo Ministry of Foreign Affairs said on Sunday that “Patton Boggs LLP”, an American company that includes U.S. diplomat Frank Wisner who was involved in talks on Kosovo’s status, has been contracted by the Kosovo Government in efforts to secure more international recognitions.
Deputy Foreign Affairs Minister Petrit Selimi said there is no exact number of recognitions that “Patton Boggs LLP” has promised it will bring, but added that work is being in that direction. “There is no exact number they have promised, but Patton Boggs LLP is working and we are confident that recognitions of Kosovo, the country of Kosovo and its image in the world will be strengthened,” Selimi said.
On the other hand, Donika Kada-Bujupi, member of the Kosovo Assembly’s Foreign Affairs Committee, said the experience with “Saatchi and Saatchi” leaves room for doubt. 
Engel wants fast solution for the north (dailies)

Several dailies report that Elliot Engel, member of the U.S. Congress or the voice of Albanians in the U.S. Congress as one paper refers to him, said during a visit to Kosovo that he is not pleased with the current situation in northern Kosovo. Accompanied by another U.S. congressman Gary Peters, Engel said that the situation in the north must be resolved as soon as possible and without compromise.

“I am concerned with what is happening in the northern part of Mitrovica, where one tenth of the territory has been divided and parallel structures and other similar things cannot be allowed to continue,” Engel said.
Tadic: There is no agreement for border crossing points (dailies)

Several dailies quote Serbian President Boris Tadic as saying that there is no agreement on border crossing points with Kosovo, while it is being talked about integrated management of borders. According to Tadic, Belgrade had initiated the idea for an integrated management. “The Albanian side wanted that to declare administrative crossing points to be declared borders, but Serbia will never accept that. This is the topic that is being discussed,” Tadic said.  

EU: No substance to discuss Kosovo and Serbia now (Koha)

Koha Ditore reports that the plan that on Monday in the meeting of EU ministers to be discussed about Kosovo and Serbia it will not be fully realized, because as it has been said, of the lack of substance. Saying it shortly the EU countries have evaluated that they don’t have what to say at this moment neither for Kosovo nor for Serbia, therefore if they don’t come with a substantial message, then it is better not to discuss at all formally. This said dome diplomatic sources in Brussels, while specifying that for Kosovo and Serbia it will be discussed informally during the lunch. According to EU diplomats, only a new fast round of the dialogue with Pristina, before the end of November, can bring alive the hopes for Serbia the chances for the candidate status in December. Therefore, in EU they insist that the dialogue to continue as soon as possible and they are surprised how Pristina has accepted and Belgrade still not the restart of the dialogue even that “Belgrade has much more to lose than Kosovo”.

Publicly, against (Express)
Express reports in the leading front-page story that direct presidential elections, scheduled for autumn next year, are very likely to be postponed for autumn 2013. Political and state leaders in Kosovo are already talking about the possibility of having triple elections – presidential, parliamentarian and municipal in autumn 2013. 

PDK leader Hashim Thaçi said no one should rush the presidential elections. Diplomatic representatives of foreign countries in Kosovo are also favoring the idea of postponing elections. Unnamed international sources told the paper that the idea will be endorsed by political parties which so far have rejected the postponement. Sources said that due to developments in his party, the postponement could suit even LDK leader Isa Mustafa.
Decision over postponement of Kleçka case to be made today (dailies)

Several dailies report that a trial chamber in Pristina will decide today whether or not it will postpone the start of the legal process against Fatmir Limaj and nine former members of the Kosovo Liberation Army, who are accused of committing war crimes against civilians and inmates in Kleçka in 1999. Limaj’s defense team has requested for the trial to be postponed to February 2012.
