Kosovo Media Highlights
EULEX does not pursue attackers identified by KFOR (Koha)
Koha Ditore reports on the front page that EULEX risks losing its biggest partner in Kosovo, KFOR, as a result of not launching any measures to catch Serbs which KFOR identified as those that attacked its troops in the northern part of Kosovo. The paper notes in the subheader of the front-page article that NATO is disappointed with the EU rule-of-law mission. 
Although the first attack against KFOR troops happened on 27 July this year, EULEX investigators have so far failed to take a single step in apprehending the suspects. The Special Prosecution of the Republic of Kosovo nor the EULEX Task Force for the north have launched an official investigation, at least not into the attack against KFOR troops.
The paper also reports that KFOR has already given video footage to EULEX of three separate attacks against its peacekeeping troops which according to COMKFOR Drews were organized by Zvonko Veselinovic, his brother and two other Serbs.

Officials who preferred to remain anonymous told the paper that COMKFOR Drews is fed up with EULEX’s inability to apprehend the suspects.

Tahiri: Resolution 1244 no longer has any significance (Koha)

In an interview for Belgrade-based Danas, Kosovo’s chief negotiator Edita Tahiri said that although Belgrade has agreed that Kosovo should have the right to vote, participate in decision making and sign agreements at regional forums, an agreement has not been reached on representation because “Serbia insists that Kosovo is represented in line with Resolution 1244 of the United Nations Security Council”. 

“Kosovo rejects this, because it is an independent country. The whole region now lives in a new reality and Serbia must acknowledge this. Resolution 1244 no longer has any meaning or significance. As far as regional cooperation is concerned, the situation is clear. The majority of countries in the region have recognized Kosovo, and Belgrade must agree with this,” Tahiri added. 
The option of protests (Zëri)
Zëri reports in the leading front-page story that leaders of the Vetëvendosje Movement could very soon call on the people to protest against the government’s failure to implement the resolution on reciprocity measures vis-à-vis Serbia. Vetëvendosje leaders believe protests are necessary not only to convince the government to implement full reciprocity measures toward Serbia but also to prevent the violation of the Constitution by the government.
“We must mobilize in order to show people that we, assembly members, do not have the power to make decisions. If we make decisions, the government does not implement them, therefore, we need to launch stronger measures against the government, such as protests. I am in favour of organizing protests in order to show Hashim Thaçi that we won’t fall prey to a corrupt government that violates the Constitution,” Vetevendosje MP Florin Krasniqi told the paper.

Russian aid blocked in the north (Koha)

Koha Ditore reports that a convoy delivering aid from Russia is in the north of Kosovo. Its delivery of aid to Serb citizens in the north has been blocked because of Serbs refusal to let it pass with the accompaniment of EULEX vehicles. At the Zvecan Bridge Serbs have blocked 10 EULEX vehicles and 22 members of the mission which, according to the decission of the head of EULEX, Xavier Bout de Marnhac had to secure the convoy with the Russian aid. Also the Russian Ambassador in Belgrade, Alexander Konuzin is accompanying the convoy with Russian help.

Daci: Yes for President (Express)

Express reports on the front page that the head of the Democratic League of Dardania (LDD), Nexhat Daci has decided to run for President of Kosovo. He believes that he is the right man for this post and that his party is strong, despite claims that it is collapsing. According to him it’s the LDK that is committing suicide with its current policy. He also called former rivals, Fatmir Sejdiu, Eqrem Kryeziu and Kolë Berisha zombies and vampires.

Dialogue for visas in the middle of January (Zëri)

Zëri reports that European Commission has informed that the dialogue for visa liberalization will start only after its team, which was in Kosovo last week, confirms that the country has made progress. The confirmation came from the EU Commissioner for Internal Affairs, Cecilia Malstrom, on Tuesday, during a press conference. “Last week a team of the Commission was in Kosovo. We requested from Kosovo to achieve progress on returnees. Our team has informed that Kosovo has made considerable progress in this issue, and I have said this to the EU Council, because of this we think the visa dialogue should start with Kosovo. Now we will contact Kosovo authorities to set up a date for the start of the dialogue, which I believe can be sometime in the middle of January”, said Malstrom.
