Kosovo Media Highlights
Integrated management of borders – gradually (Koha)

Koha Ditore reports on the front page that Europeans are expecting Borislav Stefanovic and Edita Tahiri to agree among themselves on a gradual implementation of the integrated management of borders between Kosovo and Serbia. An unnamed European diplomat, who preferred to remain anonymous, told the paper that EU facilitator Robert Cooper and both chief negotiators will initially try to find parts of agreements on integrated border management, where both parties will be able to find compromises easier. “It is not an agreement which can be implemented from the first day, parts of it will be implemented gradually,” European diplomat said. 
The paper notes that the implementation of the agreement on integrated border management is difficult because Serbia does not accept to recognize Kosovo’s independence and Kosovo insists that the agreement must have an inter-state character.

The same source said that the next meeting between the parties will serve to clarify circumstances which can push forward the agreement for which both Pristina and Belgrade have expressed readiness. 
Koha Ditore reports that dialogue is expected to resume at the end of this week, or eventually early next week. The office of EU facilitator Robert Cooper has received the readiness of Pristina’s delegation and now it is expecting a confirmation by the Serbian delegation.
Krasniqi: Before joint management, Serbia to recognize our borders (dailies)

Kosovo Assembly Speaker Jakup Krasniqi continues to insist that joint border management from Kosovo and Serbia cannot be done without the consent of both parliaments. Krasniqi said the recognition of borders should precede the start of the process. “Borders between Kosovo and Serbia must first be defined, the same as borders between Kosovo and Macedonia. First borders must be recognized and they must be confirmed by the parliaments of Kosovo and Serbia,” Krasniqi added.

Jahjaga: Ahtisaari Plus would lead towards division (dailies)

Dailies quote President Atifete Jahjaga as saying that an Ahtisaari Plus for the northern part of Kosovo is not an option, because it would undermine achievements in Kosovo, would not guarantee integration and it would lead towards division. Jahjaga said that all disagreements in the Balkans must be solved through dialogue and mutual respect for territorial integrity and sovereignty of every country. She also said that Kosovo’s independence has stabilized the region.
Thaçi: We will integrate the north together with internationals (dailies)

Several dailies report that Prime Minister Hashim Thaçi said the Government of Kosovo is deeply committed to implement European criteria and standards, with special emphasis on the implementation of visa liberalization criteria. Thaçi made this statement after a meeting with a delegation of the Inter-Parliamentary Union of the United Kingdom. Talking about the government’s engagement to establish the rule of law throughout Kosovo’s territory, Thaçi said Kosovo institutions in full partnership with the international community will establish law and order in the northern part of Kosovo. 
Krasniqi: Talks are better than searching for other paths (dailies)

Several dailies quote Assembly Speaker Krasniqi as saying that talks on technical issues between Pristina and Belgrade must continue. At a joint press conference with representatives of the Inter-Parliamentary Union of the United Kingdom, Krasniqi also said, “despite all difficulties that are accompanying the process, it is better to talk then search for other ways something that Serbia and the region know very well.”
Fitou: A vision is required to resolve the problem of the north (dailies)
Dailies report that during a visit to Gjakova on Tuesday, the French Ambassador to Pristina Jean Francois Fitou said Kosovo needs to have a vision to resolve the issue of northern Kosovo. 
“In order to have a solution for the north, we need a concrete vision for the development of the north, a vision that pushes away the division of Kosovo, which respects every identity of Kosovo, a vision that allows this region to revive,” Fitou was quoted as saying. 
“I think that place can be a stable region, a region with its identity and in Kosovo. It is a region that doesn’t need to be manipulated. But the most important thing that needs to be done now is to talk to the residents directly.”
Thaçi and Mustafa agree for presidential elections to be held in 2013 (Zëri)
Zëri reports on the front page that the leaders of the two biggest parties in Kosovo, Hashim Thaçi (PDK) and Isa Mustafa (LDK), have agreed for presidential elections to be held together with parliamentary elections in 2013. The agreement was reportedly reached on Tuesday at the government building in a meeting closed to the media. International sources confirmed the agreement.

“Thaçi and Mustafa agreed for these elections to be held in 2013, and not next year, as foreseen in the agreement between Thaçi, Mustafa and Pacolli that solved the political crisis after Behxhet Pacolli was ousted by the Constitutional Court of Kosovo,” said the international source.
Nexhat Daci to run for presidential elections (dailies)
Several dailies report that former Kosovo Assembly Speaker and leader of the Democratic League of Dardania (LDD), Nexhat Daci, said yesterday he will run in the next presidential elections. Daci said he has the support of the academic world, the political landscape and civil society.
Drews: The removal of barricades is not a problem for KFOR (Koha)

Koha Ditore reports that at the Italian KFOR base, precisely in the village Italia in Peja, on Tuesday has been made the change of command in the multinational brigade West between the Colonel Vincenzo Cipullo and Colonel Andrew Brzaga. Asked about the removal of barricades from KFOR and their restoring by the local Serbs, KFOR Commander General Erhard Drews said, “the removal of barricades is not a problem, but things have to be regulated in higher levels, in order that those are not repeated.”
Moschopoulos: Non-recognition of Kosovo by Greece is temporary (dailies)

During a visit to Deçan and Junik with Kosovo’s European Integration Minister Vlora Çitaku, the Greek Liaison Office chief Dimitris Moschopoulos, said Greece is engaged to work more on the European future of Kosovo. 

Asked about the non-recognition of Kosovo’s independence by Greece, Moschopoulos said, “the recognition of Kosovo by my country is not in my hands, but the Greek nation has a very good friendship with the people of Kosovo. The non-recognition is a temporary process because all European must recognize each other.”

Declining citizen support for Prime Minister Thaçi (Koha)

Koha Ditore reports that the happiness of citizens with the work of Prime Minister, according to the UNDP barometer, published on Tuesday, shows a declining rate between three years, from 72 percent to 37 percent. The Public Pulse report drafted by the United Nations Development Program, which included 827 Kosovo Albanians, 528 Kosovo Serbs and 225 persons from other minorities, shows that popularity and reliability towards Prime Minister Thaçi is declining continuously.
The survey also showed that over half of respondents are against the political direction which Kosovo is following. “Only 13 percent of Kosovars expressing themselves satisfied with the political direction of the country, while 57 percent are extremely unhappy with the political direction of Kosovo,” said the report.

Former combatants don’t confirm Limaj’s alibi (Koha)

Koha Ditore reports that none of Fatmir Limaj’s fellow combatants did not give a strong alibi in his favor, namely all confirmed Limaj’s participation in Operation Arrow, but at the same time also Limaj’s presence in Kosovo at the beginning of April. Limaj is accused that on 4 or 5 April 1999 has ordered the killings of two Serb policemen, Nebojsa Djuricic and Veljko Markovic.
