Kosovo Media Highlights

Skenderaj, Drenas and Decan expected to go for repeated voting (Koha Ditore)

Koha Ditore reports that the citizens of the three municipalities will be headed to the ballot boxes one more time on 9 January. This is because their votes are expected today to be declared invalid, because of many manipulations which have been noticed during the election process in these three municipalities. Sources of the newspaper inside CEC have confirmed that the decision about this is expected to be made public today (Thursday) after a review of copies of the final voting lists, the voting books and copies of forms of consistency results for 22 polling stations in these three municipalities by the Panel for Complaints and Appeals. CEC informed that the organization of elections in these three municipalities will occur in the beginning of January and this process needs to be closed by March of the same year.

LDK wants a revote in all Kosovo (Koha Ditore)

The paper reports that LDK led by Isa Mustafa wants a revote in all municipalities of Kosovo as it considers partial voting could prejudge the final results. Arben Gashi from LDK told the paper that if the selective approach is applied “the will of the citizens would be damaged and the result of elections prejudged.” 

However, head of CEC Valdete Daka said the applicable law permits a revote in municipalities where irregularities are confirmed. “I would not wish to comment on such statements but I can tell you that if a revote should be organized in one or more municipalities it does not mean that voting will take place in all of Kosovo,” said Daka for the paper.

In a different article, the paper quotes LDK leader Isa Mustafa as saying that if elections are not repeated in all of Kosovo than the revote should take place in at least seven municipalities and not three as is being reported. 

Thaçi is ready for coalition with everyone, except Vetëvendosje (Koha Ditore)

Koha Ditore reports that the outgoing Prime Minister, Hashim Thaçi, said that he is open to make a coalition with every political party, except Vetëvendosje. “I will choose the best partners which are suitable to my concept and the vision for a Euro-Atlantic concept. I am for a region without borders in the united Europe”, said Thaçi in an Interview for Reuters news agency. 
While PDK came first in the first elections since independence, other parties and independent monitors have complained about irregularities in two of Thaçi’s strongholds, where participation was more than 90 percent, much more than the 48 percent of the countries average. “This was planned politically to draw attention from the deep victory in 20 municipalities”, said Thaçi.

Shala and Dell meet face-to-face (Zëri)

The paper reports that AAK principal deputy leader Blerim Shala had a private meeting with US Ambassador Christopher Dell in one of Pristina’s cafeterias. The meeting, says the paper, lasted for more than an hour but when contacted, Shala did not wish to comment on the meeting.  

Zëri says there are reports that the new possible coalition could include AAK and AKR. If AAK and PDK reach coalition agreement, PDK would offer the AAK the president’s post which would go to Shala as well as the post of one of the deputy prime ministers and five ministerial posts. 

Feith calls for correction of mistakes in elections (Koha Ditore)

The Head of ICO Pieter Feith has expressed concern over allegations of fraud during Kosovo elections on 12 December. “I congratulate the people of Kosovo for the regular and peaceful manner in which elections were held. However, serious doubts over fraud are concerning,” said Feith. He said it is up to the relevant Kosovo institutions to correct the mistakes confirmed during the elections process. “They should provide necessary clarification and if need be, recommend corrections,” said Feith. 

Vetëvendosje will not stop the protests (Koha Ditore)

Koha Ditore reports that the Vetëvendosje movement will not stop the protests. Entered or not in the parliament, Vetëvendosje activists will be in the street to protest. But now, however, it has one more protesting method, the institutional one. This was announced by its leader, Albin Kurti, two days after the elections, where this movement was ranked as the third strongest political force in the country. The protest can appear in the coming days if the Election Panel for Complaints and Appeals does not consider the complaints of this movement for the election process. “Protests, actions and demonstration will always be part of the Vetëvendosje movement, because with citizens reactions, national organization and readiness for action, we consider that the substantial social changes are possible”, says activist Visar Ymeri. 

Slanderous report (dailies)

Infopress on the front page writes that the allegations in the report published by Council of Europe’s rapporteur Dick Marty that Prime Minister Hashim Thaçi had led an organized crime network that was involved in organ trade are unfounded, slanderous and racist. Acting president Jakup Krasniqi expressed in a statement deep indignation over the report which he said is absurd and full of defamations unconfirmed by international justice. 

Express carries reactions of different political figures on the report and writes that the report itself contains more description of the situation than facts.  Epoka e Re quotes spokesperson for the EU High Representative for Security and Foreign Policy Catherine Ashton, Maja Kocijancic, as saying that the report contains serious allegations which should be supported by evidence.

Tadic: Until allegations are proved, I will talk to Thaçi (Koha Ditore)

Serbian President Boris Tadic said he is willing to meet Prime Minister of Kosovo Hashim Thaçi despite recent allegations against him for heading an organ trafficking ring. “We have to talk to whoever Kosovo Albanians choose as their legitimate representative,” said Tadic. If allegations against Thaçi are proved to be correct, Tadic said the international community should take a stance on the issue.
