Kosovo Media Highlights
Thaçi: Redefinition of borders – dangerous idea (dailies)

All dailies report that Kosovo Prime Minister Hashim Thaçi evaluated as dangerous the idea by former Deputy Prime Minister Lutfi Haziri for the redefinition of borders between Kosovo and Serbia. Thaçi said at the Kosovo Assembly session yesterday that proposals to return to borders of 1956 have raised concerns among Kosovo’s international friends. 
Thaçi said he was surprised by the LDK for failing to publicly reject a statement by one of its leaders. “The division of Kosovo’s territory of Kosovo is very dangerous. Let me also express the concern of the Government for such surprising ideas which are in contravention to the Constitution of Kosovo and its laws, and at the same time I also express the concern of our international friends about ideas which are in contravention with the position of the Kosovo Assembly, the Government and all institutions of the Republic of Kosovo, in contravention with the will of the citizens of the Republic of Kosovo and international documents about Kosovo,” Thaçi said.
Thaçi said he accepts the position that the Assembly must decide on issues related to state borders, but also recalled that the Government would never allow the territory of the state to be violated.
Joint integrated management of borders acceptable for Belgrade too (Koha)

Koha Ditore reports that the agreement on the joint integrated management of borders, which the Belgrade-based newspaper Blic claims to have seen, does not provide for a special position for the customs points in Jarinje and Brnjak, which was one of the main requests of northern Kosovo Serbs and Serbian negotiators. 
According to Blic, the text of the agreement has only one A4 page, no signatures, no stamps or any formal insignias and leaves a somewhat unserious impression in the sense of solving the border dispute between Kosovo and Serbia. 
The most important is the first Paragraph which says: “The parties will form joint integrated point border/administrative in all joint crossing points”. This proves that Jarinje and Brnjak do not figure as exceptions. 
Under the headline He rejects border management agreement, Express reports that Serbian chief negotiator Borislav Stefanovic confirmed that the meeting between Pristina and Belgrade delegations in Brussels will be held next Monday. Stefanovic however rejected the possibility that Kosovo and Serbia will reach an agreement on the joint integrated management of borders. He added that there are no borders between Kosovo and Serbia but only administrative crossing points.
Xhelili: Kosovo to insist on signing agreements with Serbia (Koha)

Koha Ditore quotes PDK MP and former Interior Deputy Minister Fatmir Xhelili as saying that integrated border management is not a mechanism that solves border problems, “but with the current situation in the northern part of Kosovo, this mechanism can be a starting point for practical and political cooperation between Kosovo and Serbia”. 
Xhelili, who was also head of the working group that drafted all documents and policies related to the integrated management of borders, also said that in discussions with Serbia and the EU in Brussels, the red lines should be the non-contesting of border crossing points and the border line.
Mustafa: No agreement to postpone presidential elections (Koha/Express)
LDK leader Isa Mustafa denied on Thursday having reached an agreement with PDK leader Hashim Thaçi to postpone presidential elections for 2013. Mustafa said he heard about this only in the media and that he doesn’t know anything about the postponement of elections.

“It is true that I have met Prime Minister Hashim Thaçi. We met at the inauguration of the ‘Ibrahim Rugova’ highway, but we never discussed the possibility of changing the timeframe of elections outside the agreement that we reached for solving the problem of the President of Kosovo,” Mustafa said.
Express on the other hand reports that Mustafa confirmed meeting Thaçi and discussing the postponement of presidential elections. The paper also notes that Mustafa tried to involve other actors in the process, by mentioning AAK principal deputy leader Blerim Shala. The Alliance for the Future of Kosovo (AAK) meanwhile denied there was an official meeting with Mustafa and Thaçi, but said in principle they support the idea of having presidential elections in 2013.
Reichel: Serbia must convince us it deserves the candidate status (Koha)

In an interview for Koha Ditore, German Ambassador to Pristina, Ernst Reichel, said Germany expects Serbia to give reliable evidence by December 9th that it will implement a constructive approach toward its neighbors. Good neighborly relations, Ernst added, implies dissolving parallel structures in the northern part of Kosovo. 

“We must be convinced that agreements which have been reached are being implemented. Time is short, the meeting of the Council of Ministers will take place on December 9th, therefore we need as much as trust as possible, not only for new agreements but also for the implementation of agreements that have already been reached,” Reichel was quoted as saying.

Minister Beqaj leaves forum on Serbian PM Cvetkovic’s insistence (dailies)

Several dailies report that Kosovo’s Minister for Economic Development, Besim Beqaj, had to leave the sessions of the Economic Forum for Energy in Istanbul, after a request by Serbian Prime Minister Mirko Cvetkovic, who refused to enter the meeting because Beqaj was there. Serbian media reported that Beqaj had to leave the room. Meanwhile, officials at the Ministry for Economic Development in Pristina are saying that Beqaj temporarily left the room because he had an appointment with the Turkish Minister for Energy.

Epoka e Re reports on the front page that Ramë Maraj, earlier rumored as chief of the LDK intelligence service, the so-called Sigurimi i Atdheut [Homeland Security], will hold a press conference today at 10:00 hrs in Pristina, where among other things he will talk about the so-called SIA. Maraj will also talk about the 2003 agreement between the Institute for Political and Strategic Research and the Kosovo Intelligence Service (SHIK), as well as about the latest accusations by Vetëvendosje MP Florin Krasniqi.
