Kosovo Media Highlights

Agreement expected between Thaçi and Tadic (Zëri)

Zëri reports on the front page that according to international sources, roadblocks in northern Kosovo will be removed after an agreement is reached in New York between Kosovo Prime Minister Hashim Thaçi and Serbian President Boris Tadic. Sources from international missions in Pristina told the paper that during his stay in New York, Thaçi could reach an important agreement at a meeting with Tadic and senior representatives of the European Union and the U.S.

“The roadblocks will be removed after security is guaranteed. In order to have a peaceful environment for the removal of roadblocks, an agreement is required between the parties and this agreement might be reached in New York,” said the unnamed international official.

Other sources told the paper that the possibility of an agreement was the main reason why Thaçi travelled to the U.S. at a time when the northern part of Kosovo is blocked by Serb extremists.

KFOR and EULEX silent towards Rexhepi statement on barricades (Koha)

Koha Ditore reports that KFOR and EULEX remain silent after the Minister of Interior Affairs in Kosovo Government Bajram Rexhepi, stated it is their responsibility to remove the roadblocks in the north. The newspaper tied to get a commented from KFOR and EULEX on Sunday but was unable. KFOR Spokesman, Ralph Adametz and the Spokesman of the mission for rule of law, EULEX, Blerim Krasniqi did not answer the phone. On Saturday in an interview for Top Channel, Rexhepi said that the opening of roads which lead to the border points with Serbia 1 and 31 is not in the field of responsibility of Kosovo. “As far as it concerns barricades, this remains responsibility of KFOR and EULEX”, said Rexhepi, “But if our police are needed, there is no problem. They have alternate roads for supply and if they are an obstacle for KFOR, barricades will be removed” added Rexhepi.

Stefanovic: We are expecting a positive answer from the international community for Jarinje and Brnjak (Koha Ditore)

Koha Ditore reports that according to the head of the Belgrade negotiating team, Borislav Stefanovic  the situation in Kosovo is calm, he told Fonet news agency that people were demonstrating restraint.  He said there is permanent contact with international actors on the issue of the crossing points in Jarinje and Brnjak. He recalled that Belgrade sent a letter to the international community with suggestions on how to resolve the situation and it is expecting a positive response. Without a solution, there will be further confrontations, tensions and unfortunately in negative scenarios that could happen if this situation continues, warned Stefanovic. “Their intention (Kosovo)is clear. They want to unilaterally, while misusing and violating the agreement of 2 September for the exchange of goods impose a solution and then afterwards approach to Belgrade from this position”, said Stefanovic in response to statement by the head of the Kosovo negotiating team, Edita Tahiri, that there will not be talks for Jarinje and Brnjak.

Ban Ki-moon supports extension of rule of law in the north (Zëri)

Zëri reports that UN Secretary General Ban Ki-moon has demonstrated his support for the extension of the rule of law in whole territory of Kosovo. He also requested the continuation of dialogue with Serbia. This support Ban Ki-moon gave on Sunday in New York during a meeting with the Kosovo state delegation, which consists of President Atifete Jahjaga, Prime Minister Hashim Thaçi and Foreign Minister Enver Hoxhaj. In this meeting it was said that they have talked about the latest developments, after the placement of police and customs officers at two border points in the north. 

Cliff: Practical issues should be completed by EULEX (Kosova Sot) 

Kosova Sot reports that the British Ambassador in Kosovo, Ian Cliff, said that his Government considers that given the circumstances, practical issues in Kosovo should be resolved by EULEX, in consultation and close cooperation with Kosovo authorities. “Of course Britain, together with its partners, the U.S., 22 EU members, supports Kosovo’s territorial sovereignty.”Cliff said for this daily that Ahtisaari’s Plan is the most advanced legislation for communities in the EU, and he is categorically against the division of Kosovo, stating that they do not want another Republika Srpska. 
Kocijancic: EULEX acts in accordance with its mandate (Bota Sot)

Bota Sot reports that Maja Kocijancic, Spokeswoman of the EU High Representative for Foreign Policy and Security, Catherine Ashton, said that EULEX acts in accordance with its mandate. “EULEX did not exceed its competencies and acts fully in accordance with its mandate”, said Kocijancic while responding to Belgrade reactions that it went beyond its mandate in the north. Kocijancic did not agree with the claims of Belgrade officials that the agreement for customs stamps did not have to do with the solution of the issue of the crossing points in Brnjak and Jarinje.

Futile effort (Express)

Express reports on the front page that Belgrade is powerless to stop the deployment of Kosovo authorities in the north and their installment.  The paper reports that the Serbian capital is looking toward Brussels for help, and the scheduled dialogue. But according to the paper this isn’t very likely to happen because the agreement of both parties is required to include a topic in dialogue. Meanwhile, officials in Brussels are saying that what is happening in the north is an implementation of the agreement on customs stamps.

Dacic: Serbia will block borders with Presevo Valley (Epoka e Re) 

Epoka e Re reports that Serbia’s Minister of Internal Affairs Ivica Dacic, warned that as a reciprocity measure, Serbia will block the border crossings between Kosovo and Serbia, especially those used predominantly by Albanians. This measure is expected to be implemented, however it does not yet have the blessing of Serbia’s President Boris Tadic, reports this daily. 

Political representatives of Presevo Valley reacted immediately, stating that Dacic’s statement induces violence, discrimination and inter-national hatred, and it will lead to the escalation of the security situation, that it is already serious in Presevo Valley. 

Disappointed with Belgrade (Express)
Oliver Ivanovic, State Secretary in the Serbian Government’s Ministry for Kosovo, said that Belgrade should maintain a policy that includes the whole territory of Kosovo. “The mistake lies with us and the government, but also with opposition parties in Belgrade, because we hardly ever talk about Serbs south of Ibër River,” Ivanovic said in an interview for Dnevnik. 

“I am even surprised why Serbs living south of Ibër are so passive. In this situation, it is unexplainable why they are passive. It is very important for us that they are clear and sound in their statement, to voice their opinions, because it is important for them to understand that if the north falls their survival will be uncertain.”
Trucks with Serbian products return to Kosovo (Koha) 

Koha Ditore reports that Kosovo customs officers have reported that trucks with Serbian products are on their way to Kosovo, despite the embargo against Serbian products. It was reported that during the weekend, 200 trucks with Serbian products entered Kosovo. Senior officials of the Government promised that in the beginning of the week, they will organize a meeting with international actors and discuss the new agreement on circulation of goods. The spokesperson of Kosovo Customs, Adriatik Stavileci, said that the trucks possessed the required documents. “There is no movement at border gates 1 and 31. The trucks with goods entered through Merdare and Dheu i Bardhë points,” he said.
