Kosovo Media Highlights

Belgrade and Pristina might not sign agreement during dialogue (Koha)
Koha Ditore reports on the front page that in order to come to Belgrade’s aid, the European Union, as facilitator of dialogue, whenever there is agreement between the parties, will draft a statement which will note what the parties have agreed about, but there will not be an agreement that would have to be signed by the parties, among which two of them (EU and Serbia) do not recognize Kosovo as a state and as an entity that can sign agreements.

The paper further notes that topics agreed upon would be implemented as political obligation by both parties and there is also a possibility that for some of the topics in Kosovo, laws too would have to be amended.

Unnamed sources in Brussels told the paper that several practical and concrete issues, such as energy, telecommunication, cadastral books, freedom of movement of people and goods, and regional cooperation, are very close to a solution.

Limaj: They are lynching me (Zëri)

Zëri runs as the leading story an interview with former Telecommunications and Transport Minister Fatmir Limaj, who told the paper that there is a public lynching against him. Limaj along with several other former members of the KLA will face trial on charges of committing crimes against civilians in 1998-1999. “This is public lynching and it has nothing to do with justice. In the past, in the communist system, when you wanted to say something about a person, a public lynching propaganda was enough to put that person in jail,” Limaj elaborated. 
During the interview, Limaj criticized the Thaçi Government, saying that it has failed to produce results so far. “This government was not built based on priorities, but on the basis of interests of individuals,” said Limaj, adding that Prime Minister Hashim Thaçi is personally responsible for the success or failure of the government.

Why did they investigate you? (Express)

Express reports on the front page that in the records of the Special Prosecution of Kosovo, the name of ICO chief Pieter Feith is listed as one of the people investigated by EULEX prosecutors. 
According to the paper, everything is related to the appointment of Gani Gërguri as Governor of the Central Bank of Kosovo. The paper brings evidence that link the ICO chief in the election of Gërguri’s appointment as governor, which in fact triggered investigations by European prosecutors against Feith. 

“We had evidence that Mr. Feith influenced the Board of the Central Bank to elect Gani Gërguri in the post of governor. And as the public knows, Mr. Gërguri is now performing that function,” an EULEX official, who preferred to remain anonymous, told the paper.

Gashi: The EU is damaging us (Express)

Express reports that in an interview for Radio Free Europe, Krenar Gashi, executive director of the Pristina-based KIPRED research institute, said that the European Union has played a damaging role for Kosovo since the very beginning. 
“This is mostly reflected in the division within the EU over the sovereignty and independence of Kosovo,” said Gashi, adding that the EU does not have a policy or strategy for dialogue between Kosovo and Serbia. “They only know that this should be a process where the two parties will eventually have to agree about something. And this puts Kosovo in a very unfavourable position.”
Gashi argued that instead of pressuring Belgrade so that things are completed as quickly as possible, the European Union is acting in such a way that Serbia will be seen by the world as the most constructive party in the process of dialogue.
UNHCR chief: For those who left there is security in Kosovo to return (Koha)

Koha Ditore carries an interview with UNHCR chief Jo Hegenauer, who talked about the progress of Kosovo institutions and society vis-a-vis refugees. Hegenauer said that Kosovo, as other countries of South-Eastern Europe, is interested to be part of the European Union. “Kosovo is certainly not a perfect country, because there is no such country, but changes and improved circumstances in Kosovo are considerable. I believe people can return and live in Kosovo. I am glad and am surprised by the positive changes in Kosovo since 1999,” Hegenauer was quoted as saying.

“Kosovo authorities have shown willingness to assist in the return of IDPs. But Kosovo is not alone in this process and the European Union certainly helps through various funds to create chances for these people to come back. The Ministry for Returns and Communities admits that this is a local responsibility of Kosovo institutions and they have shouldered this responsibility,” Hegenauer added.

Nekibe Kelmendi passes away (dailies)

Several dailies report that Nekibe Kelmendi, member of the Kosovo Assembly, passed away yesterday after a long and serious disease. Kelmendi was Minister of Justice in the previous government and also senior official of the Democratic League of Kosovo (LDK).
