Parties don’t want a powerful president (Koha)
Koha Ditore reports on the front page that the biggest political parties in Kosovo on Sunday positioned themselves against the idea of Kosovo adopting the French state model announced one day earlier by Arsim Bajrami, chairman of the parliamentary committee for constitutional amendments. Representatives of the biggest political parties don’t want a powerful president, namely a president without executive competencies.

Xhavit Haliti, PDK MP and Assembly Deputy Speaker, said Article 84 of the Constitution of Kosovo gives too much competencies to the President and added that competencies should not be added. “I think it is too much to give the president competencies similar to the French model, because we have a parliamentary republic and if we want to return to a presidential republic, then we need to pass through the steps passed by France and the United States of America. When you give competencies once it is difficult to then take them away and if we get a president with dictatorial tendencies it will be difficult to oust him,” Haliti said.

Fitou calls for implementation of agreements from dialogue (dailies)
Several dailies report that French Ambassador to Kosovo Jean Francois-Fitou said on Saturday during a debate in Cagllavica that dialogue between Pristina and Belgrade is a good European process which will give Kosovo and Serbia credibility to join the European Union. 

Fitou also talked about the importance of not only reaching agreements but also implementing them. He encouraged Pristina and Belgrade to continue dialogue in Brussels, emphasizing the implementation of agreements that have been reached so far. Fitou argued that dialogue is not a show but a serious and very important process.
Cliff: Serbia is aware of the conditions (Express) 

Express reports on its front-page that the British Ambassador in Kosovo Ian Cliff stated for this daily that London has reiterated to Serbia the conditions that it has to fulfill to gain the status of the EU candidate. “President Tadic was in London on Wednesday, and we made it clear to him that Serbia has made many positive steps, of course the most well known is hading over Maldic, but it has to do more on what is always explained as regional cooperation, but of course it concerns the relations with Kosovo,” said Cliff. He considers that the two next meetings expected to be held in Brussels until 9 December, are determinant. The British Ambassador hopes that by that time, Belgrade would agree on participation of Kosovo at regional forums.   

Serb municipalities want to declare autonomy for north (Koha)

Koha Ditore quotes unnamed sources in the north as saying that mayors of Serb municipalities are planning to declare the autonomy of this part of Kosovo, because they do not agree with the stances of Serbian chief negotiator Borislav Stefanovic presented on Friday in Belgrade. 
“Everyone agreed with this plan and we will declare the autonomy ourselves, if the Belgrade tries to do something they don’t agree with”, said the source. Meantime, Serb media on Saturday have reported about deep differences also inside the Government of Serbia in connection with the position of Belgrade for the new round of talks, because of these divisions, as Blic reports, Stefanovic can go on Monday in the meeting without the consent of the Government about the achieved agreement for cadastre
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
