Thaçi requests the clarification of immunity of “highest politicians” (dailies)
Koha Ditore reports Kosovo Prime Minister Hashim Thaçi, did what the Head of Kosovo Assembly Jakup Krasniqi did not, within the two weeks of pressure of International friends. On Wednesday Thaci requested clarification over the immunity of deputies from the Constitutional Court, disregarding his commitment not to be involved in the work of the Assembly, Thaci expanded the request to the Constitutional Court to include issues which have to do with his personal immunity, with the immunity of his members of the cabinet and with the immunity of the President of the country itself. He said that this issue contributes to the Euro-Atlantic integration of Kosovo. During a Government meeting he requested his ministers and deputy minister to vote in favor or against addressing the Constitutional Court. The unanimous answer was in favor. Express reports the Head of Kosovo Assembly Jakup Krasniqi, said that the Government has used its right to make the request before the Constitutional Court.  While discussing the clashes on the issue of immunity of deputies, Krasniqi said that he only protected the legal aspect of it.
Kabashi: Deputies do not have immunity on penal deeds (Kosova Sot)
Kosova Sot reports that Kosovo’s Chief Prosecutor, Ismet Kabashi, announced that the immunity of Kosovo Assembly deputies is regulated by the law that pertains to the rights and duties of the deputies, this law foresees removal of immunity.  According to him, deputies do not have immunity on prosecution for illegal acts committed while they are deputies. “A deputy does not have immunity if he commits a traffic accident,  causes a victim, commits a murder or any other penal deed,” said Kabashi for Deuthche Welle. 
Kosovo blocks goods from Serbia (Koha Ditore, dailies)

Koha Ditore reports that for the first time since the end of the war, Kosovo customs have been authorized to prevent Serbian goods from entering into Kosovo. Beginning Wednesday, customs has also been told to charge a 10 per cent tax on goods with a Bosnia and Herzegovina stamp. Putting in place these measures, the Government has instituted the principle of trade reciprocity which should exist between states. Minister of Trade, Mimoza Kusari-Lila, said that these measures have been taken under Constitutional right, and after the failure to achieve an agreement with Serbia on free trade in the talks that are taking place in Brussels.

Lunacek: Serbia blocked the dialogue, it will bear consequences (Dailies) 

Dailies report that the European Parliament Rapporteur for Kosovo Urlike Lunacek, accused Belgrade Wednesday for blocking the dialogue with Pristina, and added that Serbia should bear the consequences. “The meeting was annulled because Serbia is preventing any progress of the Serbian negotiator. This is a very bad action of Serbia, which is blocking further progress. I think that Serbian state is risking its European future,” said Lunacek. 

Stefanovic: Serbia has not blocked the discussions (Epoka e Re) 

Epoka e Re reports that head of Serbia’s delegation in the negotiations with Kosovo, Borislav Stefanovic, said on Wednesday in an interview for Radio Dukagjini, that dialogue is only delayed and not interrupted, because of the decision of mediator Robert Cooper, who saw that both parties would have difficulties to agree with each other on the issues laid out in the agenda. According to him, none of the parties should be blamed on the postponement of the dialogue, because the dialogue was delayed for September in order to have more time to find better solutions.   
Pacolli opens the front with the Government (Koha Ditore)

Koha Ditore reports that Deputy Prime Minister, Behxhet Pacolli, has entered a war with the government , of which he is a member. He says he cannot win this war alone, and is calling on economy experts and academics to help him prevent the Government from making plans to further impoverish Kosovo. “Even though I am a member of this Government, I request from you to raise your voice, because again a law for privatization which will impoverish Kosovo is on the table”, Pacolli said Wednesday.
