Kosovo Media Highlights
The new head of UNMIK will be appointed after the "amen" of UN Security Council (Koha Ditore)

Koha Ditore reports today that the United Nations Secretariat has initiated the procedure for the election of the new Head of UNMIK, who will take over the responsibility to lead the mission, presently with the faded role in Kosovo.

The executive officials of the world organization with its headquarters in New York have confirmed that they are searching for a suitable diplomat for this position, but they warned that it is too early to unfold any detail related to this process. "The procedure for the appointment of the Special Representative of the Secretary General for Kosovo is still in an early stage and we cannot give any details about this", said UN Spokesperson, Farhan Haq.

However, he admitted that the process for the appointment of the new UNMIK chief, will be reached with many consultations of the UN Secretary General, Ban Ki-moon, with member states of one of the highest decission making forums of this organization, Security Council, after which publication of the name of the new head of the mission can be expected.  

"SRSG will be appointed from the Secretary General after a searching process which also includes some senior advisors. After this, Secretary General will inform Security Council about his aim of the appointment and the name will be made public after reciving an answer from UN Security Council," stated Haq, who did not specify the time duration required for this process. 
"The UN HQ has been looking for the ninth chief of UNMIK, after the departure of the Italian diplomat, Lamberto Zannier, who took the post of the OSCE Secretary General, in July of this year.

UNMIK Spokesperson, Olivier Salgado, said that until the new apointment of the head of the mission, this task will be excecuted by Farid Zarif, from Afghanistan, who arrived in Kosovo in the begining of August. 
"The appointment of Mr. Farid Zarif is temporary, waiting for the decision of Secretary General for the apointment of the regular SRSG", said Salgado, adding that these are internal issues of the World Orgnization. 
Djelic: We don’t recognize independent Kosovo (Koha Ditore)
Koha Ditore reports that the Deputy Prime Minister of Serbia, Bozidar Djelic, said in an interview for Deutschland Radio, that Belgrade will not recognize independence of Kosovo, adding that a joint solution and a special model could be found. He emphasized that the problems in the border crossings can be resolved in the near future, however, he stressed that European help is necessary. “We can resolve everything through dialogue, together with Germany, with the United Nations, there is no other way for peace and future in the Balkans”, said Djelic. The Deputy Prime Minister dreams that another model can be found, except for the independence of Kosovo, reports this daily. Asked whether this would mean that Serbia would not recognize Kosovo with its present borders, Djelic answered: “Of course not. It is not possible for the independence of 2008 to be recognized, but we can find a solution together”, said Djelic
Model of the Chancellor (Express)

Express reports that the German Chancellor, Angela Merkel, has requested the continuation of the dialogue between Kosovo and Serbia, without which, according to her, the region would not have European perspective. Three days before the visit to the the Serbian capital, Merkel through a video message, talked about the latest tensions between the Republic of Kosovo and Serbia, stressing that the issue  should be addressed thought dialogue. “Today, there are still tensions between the Republic of Kosovo and the Republic of Serbia therefore,  it will be one of my tasks to make it clear that the dialogue should restart. There is no European perspective for this reagion, if all efforts are not made, however the wounds of the past are deep and still continue to be painfull”, said Merkel. Express reports, that the officials in Berlin say that Merkel will aknoweledge Serbia that it should respect the outside borders with the neighbours, in order to gain the status of the candidate for the membership in the EU. 
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
