European Parliament refuses Kosovo partition (Koha)

Koha Ditore reports on the front page that the European Parliament will discuss tomorrow in Brussels during a session of the Foreign Policy Committee the report for Kosovo’s process of European integration prepared by rapporteur Ulrike Lunacek. The latter already handed submitted a draft of the report, a copy of which the paper has secured. In the report, the European Parliament is expected to firmly reject any possibility of Kosovo’s partition, while recalling the previous resolutions of the Parliament that rejected such an idea. 
The paper notes that the European Parliament continues to be the sole EU institution which treats Kosovo as an independent state. Meanwhile, the Serbian diplomacy is applying pressure for the Parliament to change its approach, and to take on a status neutral position like the Council and the Commission.  

The draft resolution of the European Parliament calls for the quick start of the dialogue on visa liberalization and also notes that the EU strategy for the European perspective of Kosovo was not successful.
Kosovo will call on EU and USA to apply pressure Serbia (Koha)

Koha Ditore reports that Kosovo chief negotiator Edita Tahiri will call on the European Union, as facilitator of dialogue, and the United State of America, to apply pressure on Serbia and force it to implement agreements that have been reached so far in Brussels. 

“In our view, the EU and U.S. are facilitators and balancers for the implementation of agreements, and we will call on them for agreements to be implemented,” Kuçi was quoted as saying. “At the next meeting with Mr. Cooper and with other stakeholders, and in the EU too, we will raise the issue of Serbia’s failure to implement the agreements.”

Koha Ditore reports that Kosovo chief negotiator Edita Tahiri has left for Brussels again to resume negotiations with Serbia. The Vetëvendosje Movement issued a reaction saying that its activists have planned a protest for Sunday to block Tahiri’s road to Pristina Airport, “because every time she leaves for Brussels she returns with old promises and with new concessions for Serbia”. 
“Kosovo Police, since early morning, has been patrolling the road where Tahiri will pass in attempt to protect her from the protest of citizens. By protecting Tahiri, they in fact are defending the compromise between Belgrade and Pristina, a compromise which can be traded in Brussels, but which will not pass by the people,” read Vetëvendosje’s reaction.

Pristina doesn’t take seriously claims for “north’s independence” (dailies)

Several dailies report that Kosovo’s Deputy Prime Minister Hajredin Kuçi did not take seriously Oliver Ivanovic’s announcement that northern municipalities will declare independence. “These are people who want to do things illegally, every action will be illegal and will be seen as an adventure which will bring no good to the Serb people living there, or to relations between Kosovo and Serbia, or the region,” Kuçi said. 
Serbian media reported on Sunday that Ivanovic said the declaration of independence by the northern part of Kosovo is just a matter of days. “There are many Serbs in Kosovo who are thinking about this. I will not get into details, especially when I think that the idea is bad,” Ivanovic told Press. “It is more important for the international community to stop the pressure on Kosovo Serbs, otherwise the declaration of independence of north of Kosovo is a matter of days.” 
They have their own intelligence services (Express)
Express reports that members of the parliamentary committee that oversees the Kosovo Intelligence Agency, believe that some political parties have functioning intelligence services but not in the earlier form. Florin Krasniqi, chairman of the committee, told Radio Free Europe that the intelligence services of political parties have not ceased functioning. “I don’t believe there are many. You cannot shut down an agency, without reporting to someone on what you have done, where you have left the files, and where you concluded your activity. I don’t trust these people, I seriously don’t trust them. The fact that these services existed and did not shut down means that they are still operating. I think they changed their form of action, they have become more sophisticated. Nowadays they are more involved in illegal trade,” Krasniqi was quoted as saying.
Maraj: The truth about my meetings with SHIK (Epoka e Re)

Epoka e Re carries as the leading front-page story an interview with Ramë Maraj, former special security advisor to late Kosovo President Ibrahim Rugova. Maraj gave no assessment about the activities of the former Kosovo Intelligence Service (SHIK) led by Kadri Veseli, saying that he is not in a political or institutional position to comment on the matter. 
Maraj denied having reached a cooperation agreement with SHIK, although he admitted there were efforts to soften their operating segments. “There were efforts to sit down and to look at our positions, the common points, so that we did not block positive energies. The goal was not to take over negative energies,” he was quoted as saying. 
Maraj also said he is not aware if SHIK had any contact with late Kosovo President Ibrahim Rugova.
Rice: Bush wanted to recognize Kosovo’s independence in 2007 (dailies) 

Dailies report that the former U.S. Secretary of State, Condoleezza Rice, said in her recently published book that George W. Bush wanted to recognize Kosovo’s independence in 2007. She explained that former U.S. President was very upset when European partners delayed the date of the declaration of independence. Rice describes in a part of her book the period of the negotiations for Kosovo’s status, which she says, lead to the well known proposal of Ahtisaari’s Plan, which recommended Kosovo’s independence.

Express reports that it is unknown when would the investigations regarding the Dick Marty’s suspicions for organ trafficking in Kosovo during the war, end. Eventhough weeks have passed since the start of the investigations, officials of the EULEX Task Force, do not give details related to this process. “This will be a very complex international investigation, that will take time to complete,” said for Express the Spokesperson of this Task Force, Juri Laas. He added that these investigations should under a strict level of confidentiality.  “We request from you to understand us and respect this,” he said. 

Çohu: Hrvatski Telekom knew that PTK privatization was set up (dailies) 
Dailies report that Lorik Bajrami from NGO Çohu stated on Sunday that Hrvatski Telekom left the competition after seeing the intentions of the Government to no matter conditions, give PTK to Austrian Telecom. “Leaving of Hrvatski Telekom, made the tender on PTK fail on the pre-qualification phase,” said Bajrami.
