Thaçi: Slanderer Marty cannot escape the justice (dailies)

In an interview for Reuters, Prime Minister Hashim Thaçi said Dick Marty will need good lawyers and emphasized that Marty is a slanderer that cannot escape justice. “Dick Marty should get the best lawyers, if he can find any to defend him, because in any circumstance he cannot escape the justice for slander”, said Thaçi in the interview. It says that Prime Minister Thaçi did not give any other details about the charge against Marty, the report which has shocked the national and international opinion, but Thaçi says that the accusations raised by Marty for organ trafficking have already been investigated many times and nothing has been proved. 
“It has been investigated three times. First it was investigated by the UN mission in Kosovo, afterwards by other local institutions and The Hague Tribunal and later by EULEX”, said Thaçi for Reuters. “The aim of this report is to damage the image of Kosovo, of its people and of all the Albanians in the region, to slowdown the recognitions of independence of Kosovo, to block the start of the talks between Kosovo and Serbia and to delay the creation of new institutions after the elections of 12 December,” said Thaçi.

Albanian prosecution: We have not obstructed any investigation (dailies)

General Prosecution in Albania has reacted to the report published by Council of Europe rapporteur by rejecting all allegations about organ transplant in the country’s territory. Albanian authorities also denied claims that they prevented the investigations on this issue. “The Prosecution expresses readiness to continue cooperation with all international institutions,” said an official from the Albanian Prosecution. 

Tadic: Serbia has waited for a report like Marty’s for years (Koha Ditore)

Serbian President Boris Tadic said that Serbia has been waiting for years for a report like the one released by CoE rapporteur Dick Marty and called for a comprehensive investigation. Tadic expressed belief that after a serious investigation process there would be the opportunity that the creation of the Kosovo state is viewed from a different light. 

Marty for coordinates in Russia (Infopress)

Infopress reports that rapporteur of Council of Europe, Dick Marty, who claims that KLA and its leaders have been involved in organ trafficking of the Serb war prisoners, has travelled to Moscow. Marty is trying, with his report, to damage the position of Kosovo in international politics and especially before the Kosovo talks with Serbia. It seems that he is staying in Moscow to further coordinate his project, while taking coordinates from Russia, says the paper. 
The daily Moscow newspaper Komersant has quoted the Deputy Head of Russian delegation in Council of Europe, Leonid Slucki, as saying that the main topic of talks with Marty will be Russia – Georgia relations but he added that during his visit the members of Russian delegation will express their stances about the report.   

Buhler: Marty’s report, bad image for Kosovo (Zëri)

KFOR Commander Erhard Buhler said Marty’s report has brought on a bad image for Kosovo.  “For as long as there is no evidence on the table, everyone is innocent to us, so nothing has changed in our cooperation. I regret the damage done to the people from the report as the perception we got from the international press, the report doesn’t contribute to the image of Kosovo,” said Buhler. 

Del Ponte: NATO was KLA’s ally (Epoka e Re) 

Epoka e Re reports that former chief prosecutor of the Hague Tribunal, Carla del Ponte, said for the Swiss daily Le Temps, that NATO was an ally of Kosovo Liberation Army (KLA). She expressed gratitude for the Council of Europe and Dick Marty for moving further the suspicions regarding the organ trafficking and for publishing information on this issue, adding that EULEX mission has now grounds to move on. Del Ponte said that the Tribunal had the story of people that transported prisoners from one place where they were held to another, and to a hospital, adding that these were very serious proofs. “We also knew that there were holes in Albania where we could perhaps find bodies that lacked organs,” added del Ponte. 

Daka: Other polling stations may be annulled (dailies)

On Monday the Central Election Commission (CEC) is expected to receive recommendations from the Counting and Results Centre which is in the final stage of recounting votes from around 740 polling stations. The recount is a result of discrepancies between the applications and the votes in the ballot boxes.

CEC chairperson Valdete Daka told Radio Free Europe that ballot boxes, which are being recounted, are from all Kosovo municipalities. “There are boxes from all polling stations in Kosovo which are being recounted. There are boxes from Pristina, Prizren, Peja, Gjakova, Mitrovica, etc,” she added.

Daka also said that according to the report from the Results Centre if major irregularities are confirmed other polling stations may be annulled, too.

Vetëvendosje: CEC is laundering votes through recount (dailies)

Several dailies report that the Vetëvendosje Movement accused on Monday the Central Election Commission of recounting votes from 40 percent of polling stations all over Kosovo from the extraordinary parliamentary elections which the movement called neither democratic nor fair. 

“Despite the lack of an official statement by the CEC, according to media reports on Saturday the CEC started recounting votes from 40 percent of poling stations all over Kosovo. Vetëvendosje has said that the 12 December elections were neither fair nor democratic and rejected the results because they were based on an overall, systematic and organized fraud,” read a communiqué issued by Vetëvendosje.

Vetëvendosje also argued that the decision for a revote in only five municipalities is aimed at covering up and legitimizing manipulations in other parts of Kosovo.

Haziri: We harmed ourselves (Express) 

Express carries an interview with the member of LDK leadership, Lutfi Haziri, who said that there was an internal war in LDK. He says that people of the party, who within a night, took their seats in front of the cameras and denied everything that has been created by LDK for 21 years, have harmed LDK. He said Isa Mustafa’s announcements that former ministers will not be included in the Government have also had a bad echo. “However, we are ready for opposition, and it will not be easy for those who govern to have us for an opposition,” said Haziri. 

AKR demands five ministries (Kosova Sot)

Sources from AKR told the paper that the party will insist in leading at least five ministries in a possible coalition with PDK. One of the posts expected to be discussed in the negotiations between PDK and AKR is also that of one of the deputy prime ministers. In addition, AKR would also be interested in getting the president’s post for its leader Behgjet Pacolli.
