Kosovo Media Highlights
Tahiri: EULEX is not status neutral (Koha Ditore)

Koha Ditore reports that the dialogue between Kosovo and Serbia facilitated by the European Union restarted on Monday. The paper notes that there were clear differences between the parties on the legal bases of the possible outcomes of the discussions. Deputy Prime Minister Edita Tahiri, the head of the delegation in this dialogue, has insisted that all the agreements have to be in accordance with the Constitution of the Republic of Kosovo and the laws that govern Kosovo. The head of the Serbian delegation stated similarly that it will not accept anything which is in contradiction with the constitution of Republic of Serbia. 
Borislav Stefanovic, the head of the Serbian negotiation team, blamed the “stubbornness of Pristina”, for the lack of success in this dialogue. Whereas, Tahiri stated: “We as Kosovo we have been serious and ready to implement the agreements. But, Serbia, has failed to implement them.” For Stefanovic the agreements “are still not in the phase of implementation as different from Kosovo Serbia is a state and as a state it has its laws and procedures”. 
Tahiri asked if EULEX could take part in the implementation of the integrated joint management of borders, however Serbia says that this is unacceptable as after 16 September “EULEX is no longer status neutral because it accepted to apply the laws of Kosovo”. 
From the side of the EU the start of the dialogue has been called “a sort of success”; as for months Serbia refused to participate. Koha Ditore in a separate box in this article reports that according to the EU diplomatic sources an agreement on the mutual recognition of University degrees has been achieved.

Zarif: Allow them to pass (Express, Kosova Sot)

Express reports that the Head of UN mission in Kosovo, Farid Zarif, requested that the leaders of Serbs in the northern part of Kosovo allow KFOR and EULEX vehicles and personnel to pass through the road blockades and to create environment suitable to dialogue. “I have asked the heads of municipalities to find a solution, in order for KFOR and EULEX to have freedom of movement, according to resolution 1244”, said Zarif, after the meeting with the representatives of the Serbs in north of Kosovo, who have repeated that this will be possible, only if EULEX stops transporting Kosovo customs and police officers to Brnjak and Jarinje. The head of UNMIK has “appealed to the people in the north of Kosovo to contribute keep peace and stability, to avoid confrontation and violence and to show restraint”.
Dell questions holding of elections in 2012 (Koha Ditore) 
Koha Ditore reports that the U.S. Ambassador in Kosovo, Christopher Dell, has announced the possibility that Kosovo Presidential elections will not be held in 2012. During this announcement made during a long speech, Dell attacked Koha Ditore, reports the daily. After the meeting with Kosovo President Atifete Jahjaga, the U.S. Ambassador said that the debate on presidential elections is false, and was created by Koha Ditore. According to him, Koha Ditore assessed the agreement between PDK, LDK and AKR, as an undemocratic solution. “This is a false debate that you, your newspaper and some others, are trying to make from nothing. On the other hand, there is another debate going on, which derives from people’s will,” said Dell. Other dailies also report that the U.S. Ambassador Dell supports Prime Minister Hashim Thaçi on postponing the elections in 2013. 

Jahjaga and Dell support integrated management of border with Serbia (Koha Ditore) 

Koha Ditore reports that the President of the Republic of Kosovo, Atifete Jahjaga, and the U.S. Ambassador Christopher Dell have supported the idea for the border between Kosovo and Serbia to be managed in an integrated manner. According to the President, every agreement reached under European spirit, is welcomed. “I have said it earlier, and I am reiterating it now that all the solutions deriving from the process of the technical dialogue, should be European solutions and in accordance with European good standards and practices,” she said. 

Ambassador Dell also said that establishment of integrated management of borders in relation to all neighboring countries, is a European value. 
Krasniqi criticizes internationals on the north (Epoka e Re) 

Epoka e Re reports that Kosovo’s Assembly Chairperson Jakup Krasniqi stated during the meeting with Albania’s President Bamir Topi, that the action of Kosovo institutions in the north was necessary, considering the lack of action by international institutions. He told Topi that officials in Belgrade lead the criminal structures in the north. Krasniqi also discussed the Progress Report, the issue of visa liberalization, as well as other current issues, such as election reform, economic development with Topi. 

Extension of sovereignty challenge for Thaçi (Koha Ditore)

Koha Ditore reports that Prime Minister Hashim Thaçi accepted on Monday that the Government has not achieved sovereignty in the whole territory of Kosovo. Thaçi said: “I want to emphasize that much more remains to be done. The extension of sovereignty in the whole territory of Kosovo, the full implementation of laws, the implementation of European agenda, are some of the challenges we have to deal with everyday and that requires joint commitment and engagement from all of as.”
Serb leaders softening stance on independence of the north (Koha Ditore)
Koha Ditore reports that the representative of the Serbs of north Mitrovica, Radenko Nedeljkovic and the state secretary in the Serbian ministry for Kosovo, Oliver Ivanovic have called for a softer line on Kosovo. “At the present Serbs should not be thinking about the declaration of independence, at least until Pristina and the international community imposes borders with violence”, says Nedeljkovic. Ivanovic does not exclude a declaration of independence, but only in theory.

Kastrati to replace Selimi (dailies) 

Dailies report that Major General Kadri Kastrati will replace Lieutenant General Sylejman Selimi as the Commander of Kosovo Security Force (KSF). Epoka e Re reports that a source within KSF, said that the President of the Republic of Kosovo, Atifete Jahjaga, has signed the decree for the replacement. “In accordance to the Constitution of Kosovo, the president of the country, Atifete Jahjaga, as the supreme commander of this force, after the recommendation of the Prime Minister, has signed the decree for the nomination of Major General Kadri Kastrati as the Commander of Kosovo Security Force,” said this source. 

Pacolli says that he has confirmation for two recognitions (dailies)

Koha Ditore reports that the first Deputy Prime Minister, Behgjet Pacolli, through his information office, announced the confirmation of recognitions for Kosovo’s independence from Equatorial Guinea and Sao Tome. The recognition from Equatorial Guinea, which is leading the African Union currently, was considered impossible as most African states do not recognize Kosovo, says in the announcement of Pacolli’s office.
