EULEX withdraws the timing of investigation results on MTPT (Koha Ditore) 

Koha Ditore reports that EULEC chief prosecutor Johannes van Vreeswijk last summer announced the investigations at the Ministry of Transport and Post-Telecommunications would conclude by January of this year, while by March, he would be ready to report on the work of the mission. However, EULEX officials refuse to talk about these deadlines now. “As you know, investigations are not performed based on deadlines. This is an ongoing investigation, and it is incorrect to prejudge the steps to be undertaken during the investigation. In every complex investigation, such as this one, investigators and police officers need time to proceed with the material. Investigations would have been risked if the investigators or police would be rushed, or if information would have been given ahead,” said the spokesperson of this mission, Karin Limdal. 

Conditions for LDK ( Express) 

Express reports that Ibrahim Rugova List has decided to set some conditions to Isa Mustafa, in case that he wants return of Ukë Rugova, Bujar Bukoshi and other members of this list in LDK. According to Astrit Haraqia, not only the List, but also LDD is expecting LDK to reflect and call former members to return to the old party. However, these former LDK members have several conditions for the current LDK leadership. “The conditions of the List are: holding of party elections, change of the statute within 2011, and discussions with LDD,” said Haraqija. He added that if concrete steps are not made, Ibrahim Rugova List will register as a political party. 

EULEX without stance if the Serbian number plates are legal or illegal (Koha Ditore)

Koha Ditore reports that while EULEX clams that it is mediating the issue of Serbian license plates issued for Kosovo municipalities, Kosovo Interior Minister, Bajram Rexhepi, stated that this Ministry is not discussing the issue with Belgrade, and according to him, everything that EULEX did on this direction, is a request made two weeks ago, to delay the decision for confiscation of license plates. EULEX still does not have any stance on how to act towards the new Serbian number plates issued for Kosovo municipalities, reports this daily. Furthermore, EULEX does not want to comment if these number plates are legal in Kosovo or not.  EULEX Spokesperson, Hans Christina Classing, said that this issue has been left in the hands of Kosovo police, and refused to answer on the questions about the character of discussions between Pristina and Belgrade and on who is leading them. “I cannot comment anything”, said Classing, when asked whether these number plates are illegal or not.

Sparkes: EULEX does not interfere in Kosovo’s internal affairs (Kosova Sot)

Kosova Sot reports that the Deputy Head of EULEX, Andy Sparkes, said that the latest interpretations of some media that the European mission for the rule of law in Kosovo gave instructions to its members about caution in north of Kosovo, are wrong. Sparkes made these comments on Saturday, when asked if the north of Kosovo has been declared as dangerous zone from the side of EULEX. The number two of EULEX said that the security procedures for the members of the European mission for the rule of law in Kosovo exist for a long time and do not present a new situation. As far as the created situation in the north after confiscation of new Serbian number plates is concerned, Sparkes said that this issue has been overpassed and that there are no problems. “EULEX never interferes in Kosovo’s interior affairs. As far as number plates are concernrd, as every one of you knows, there was an agreement.  Despite the complicated political situation in the north, it has been decided to move from the status quo, because we have seen that it was not very hopeful. As far as I know, this situation has been overcomed”, said Sparkes. 
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
